· T greets STS and calls out the H. T and H talk about who is missing and today’s news (birthdays…).

· T presents the Revision Chart. The  cards with the titles of the rhymes & songs that have already been presented to the STS are on the chart. H chooses one card  among the ones with the title & picture. H should say the title or ask  the other STS for help. After that H matches it with the title on the chart. T performs the rhyme or song and STS follow him/her.

· T invites the STS  to sit on the storytelling corner (if it is different from the greetings space use always the same procedure to change places); T checks that all the STS are sitting properly and are able to look at the blackboard comfortably. T tells the story using silhouettes and drawings. In this story it is very important to show SAD and HAPPY feelings.

· T and STS sit down on chairs in a circle. H hands out Mummy and Daddy cards. H stands in the middle of the circle (there is no chair for him/her). H shouts  out ‘Mummy!’ or ‘Daddy!’. STS holding  the mentioned card must change places very quickly. H will try to sit down too. The ST  left without a chair gives his/her card to H and the game starts again.

· T makes a face (smiling, sad, cross…) and passes it to the child sitting next to him/her. The face goes from child to child till it arrives again to T.

· T recites the rhyme with movements. STS follow him/her.

· T says bye-bye to the STS (or individually).

They must use only one hand while racing but if they drop the egg, they can put it back in the spoon and continue.

· STS can form the same groups or T can change them. One group goes outside the classroom. T, with the help of the rest of STS, hides a chocolate egg. When it is hidden the group that is outside comes into the classroom. They must find the egg. Other STS can guide them by calling out ‘HOT! HOT!’ or ‘COLD! COLD!’ At the end of the game they can eat the eggs.
