8-Other comments:

· Family cards were not quite suitable for all the pupils. I think it´s an activity for older children.

· It has been a very nice unit. The children have liked every activity and they have been very pleased with the story.

· It has been a very interesting story for children. They liked it very much. On the other side the activities have been very suitable too.

· The story was very easy to understand and very attractive for them. 

· They asked me to tell them the story everyday.

· I did the 8th session twice. I spent 4 sessions to do the booklet (sts were very motivated to do it and they needed time to do it properly).

· Playing the boardgames, snap and making the counting book requires a lot of help from the teacher and the time used to play is not enough for some of them to be able to do it on their own.
· This story along with ‘Ten in the bed’ have been the most attractive to the children.
· In general the children liked the unit a lot. They have enjoyed with the songs, story, rhymes & games.
· They did the performance very well, including the story. This is a unit which works, but it´s hard to prepare all the material.
· It was difficult for them to identify the members of the family with the face provided with the family cards. I had to look for other drawings where they could identify them easily.
· We didn´t do the counting book. I thought that it could take us too much time.
· This story has been successful and they liked all the activities.
· Apart from the story which they loved, I think the best things of this unit have been the song and the rhymes.
· They have had the opportunity of playing games by themselves.
· Thanks for everything; I have learnt many things.
· We brought a real chick into the classroom and it stayed with us about two weeks.
· I called this unit the chewing gum because it had to be stretched because some sessions were too long and  because of Easter* 
· Children have used all the materials out of the English class: with the classroom teacher in the playground. They were playing and not doing English activities.
