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Which has been the most motivating activity? Why?

Booklet (50.46%): They like crafts (5) and they ask for more worksheets. They like 

making something to take home (8). They loved singing the story with it (6) because it was their own “storytelling”. It is fun to play with it. Because they like colouring, cutting out and sticking very much. Students love to have their own material (2). It is very enjoyable for them because when singing at the same time they move and make the animals fall down. They like animals. It presented a challange for them.

Song (38.31%): 
Because it was easy to remember (2). It was funny to make the movements (6). Because every child wanted to be an animal when singing the song. Because they act out the story (2). Because they like counting. They had a good time performing the action roll over. They liked rolling and falling out but it was also very noisy. 

      Shake the bed (37.38): 
It is fun(4). It was a challenge for them to turn around (2).They 

loved movements (3). They enjoyed it a lot (2). Because it was very 

amusing. All the children wanted to mime the rhyme immediatly 

(5). Some of them couldn’t turn over and they tried and tried. 

Because we performed it singing “Blue Danube Waltz” They love  it, it is fun for them.

      Performance (21.49%) :
They liked “roll over” on the carpet (3). They loved performing it. 

They liked singing like the children in the video.They like to go to other classes. After watching the video they wanted to do the same. It is easy to understand TPRs and repetitions. They take it very seriously and do it better than expected. Because they did it in front of all the school. They ended acting and moving: they felt well. They could really roll over. They really enjoyed falling out of the stage.

Video (21.49%):
They enjoyed watching children like them on the video (2). It’s a different activity. They asked for the video many times (2). They found it very funny. They were excited thinking that they were watching TV in English.

      Story (14.01%) : 

They loved animals falling out. Because it was a very nice one.
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And the least one? Why?

Nothing (38.31%): 
Because they’ve enjoyed all the activities. We are not able to answer

      Go and touch (5.60%):

Booklet (4.67%): 
Too many sessions to finish it (3). Because it requires giving them a lot of  instructions, help the children individually, collect things…They get 

boring colouring. It was difficult for them.

Story with storybook (4.67%)

7- Other comments

· A very nice unit.

· It is a very nice story. The whole unit is very good. I felt confident doing all the activities.

· This is the 3rd UNIT we´ve used this year, in my opinion it´s been the one they liked most. They participated more in the story and in the performance perhaps because it was singing the song.

· I think that to offer them more input as video, tape, ... is a very good idea, very useful for them.

· My impresion was that we didn´t use too much the flashcards or the silhouettes; that we could use them to work the characters of the story. So during the last sessions (11 – 12) and as it was the first days after Christmas I used them.

· I think that I haven´t done the performance in front of another classroom because I haven´t got enough time but I´ll try it later, to record them because it´s interesting for them to watch themselves in the video.

· I like the A3 cardboard (with the “hilo de pita” version) to tell the story. When the “little one” was alone I said: “Come back zebra, I miss you” and I mimed as I was kissing the animal. The children enjoyed it a lot.

· With 4 year-olds they are not able to cut the animals from the strips in order to stick them in the booklet; We needed 3 sessions for the sts booklet and not all of them took it home.

· At least I taught them “You can do it” and they liked it.

· This story has been more successful than the others. Children liked all the activities and they enjoyed very much when they had to perform the song.

· I think students get bored with activities we practise and repite in all the units.

· We invested more time than the foreseen due to Xmas time activities and because it took longer to complete the booklets Children had fun and looked very happy with this story too.

· For the performance I like the dialogued plays, like in “The cat sat on the mat”. I think children enjoy them as they are real situations to be performed (they use dialogues a lot everyday).

· They specially liked Nursery Rhyme Time.

· They like animals. I think any story with animals will be suitable for them.

· If not difficult, it was a bit long to colour the bed for the booklets.

· All of them (all the group) performed the story at the same time but they didn’t like to stay just watching others performing it.

· They have enjoyed a lot this unit.

· Perhaps his story could be the 1st or the 2nd one.
· I think that this unit has been suitable and motivating for all the sts and they have liked it more than other units.
· They were delighted when I recorded them in the performance and they are asking for the video to watch themselves on TV.
· They didn’t like the story but they liked all the other activities. I think the story (song) was quite difficult for them to remember.
· They learnt the name of the soft toys and the sounds when they fell down. It was a surprise for me.
· The story is very good. The sts liked it and repeated all the sounds and “roll over” (but not the one of the animals). The booklet was quite difficult for 4 year-olds. Teacher has to help sts sticking and cutting. The story works very well so they tried to participate actively singing the song and repeating the sounds.
· In order to have time for Xmas activities, I’ve made a compemdium of the story choosing the most relevant or amusing activities.
· It has been interesting using different ways of presenting the story: big book, silhouettes, booklet. Some sessions were a bit repetitives and could have been used to revise other rhymes and songs. Anyway, performance and using their booklets have shown very enjoyable.

· I know that I don’t have to focus on vocabulary but the thing is that sometimes they focus on it and they get confused with things like “Ted” and “Bear”.

· Making students booklets they needed some help from the teacher. In general it has been a very enjoyable and motivating unit. In my opinion the fact that they could fall down has been very enjoyable because it is not allowed doing it, normally we ask them not to do it.

· When I told the students we were going to watch video, they were very happy. When they watch it they were a little bit annoyed because they expected something different. Anyway, I think lots of them enjoyed watching it.

· Nice idea to record the story.

· Having Xmas in the middle of the sessions was not of any help. By the time they came back they were a bit tired and still not centered.
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
