· T greets STS and calls out the H. T and H talk about who is missing,  and today’s news (birthdays…).

· T presents the Revision Chart. The  cards with the titles of the rhymes & songs that have already been presented to the STS are glued on the chart. H chooses one card  among the ones with the title & picture. H should say the title or ask  the other STS for help. After that, H matches it  with the title on the chart. T performs the rhyme or song and STS follow him/her.

· T invites the STS  to sit down in front of the blackboard. T places different toy silhouettes on it (or uses real toys): ball, bike, doll, robot, roller-skates, computer, toy cars, drum, lego and puzzles and writes their names below. T draws a chart with the toys and asks STS one by one which toy they have at home. Each ST goes to the blackboard and writes his/her name under the proper toy. T can also use labels). 

       If you want to keep this graph, you can use wrapping  

       paper.

· T says the rhyme and STS first listen and then repeat the actions. T uses different parts of the body for the movements (eyes, hands, legs…).
