T calls out STS, shows an object, or makes them show their flashcard, and asks them which sense is related to the object (sight: torch, book; hearing: music; taste: food…). T writes down the name of the object or STS place the flashcard in the corresponding place.

Other STS can repeat the game.

· T holds a cardboard  with a  small hole in the middle on his/her knees. Then puts some pictures on his/her lap. T picks  up a picture and puts it behind the hole moving it up, down so STS can only see a little bit of the picture. They must guess which picture it is.

STS must guess which sounds they are: T hands out  flashcards with the pictures of the sounds they are going to listen to. If STS recognize them they show their pictures to the others.

· STS  lie on the floor. T with a soft voice calms them down  and  tries to keep them quiet. T uses a piece of classical music to get a relaxing atmosphere. If there is a ST that is not comfortable on the floor, T takes him/her to a chair and makes him/her cover his/her  head with the arms.
