8-Other comments:

· They like this unit but they didn´t listen to the story from the beginning to the end easily.

· Everybody didn´t participate in all the activities because some of them were quite shy in the experiments (smell, taste and blindfolded)

· The activities were quite long.

· In general all the activities have been rather motivating.

· Snap was too difficult for children to understand and to carry out.

· Bastante equilibrado en cuanto a actividades y canciones. Faltaba un pequeño trabajo manual.

· When I told them the story for the second time they played more attention on the flaps and animal that appeared behind them, than on the story and the dialogue, and there was a kind of competition between them. When we listened to the music for relaxing I asked them to imagine something, and when they finished listening they drew what they had been thinking about. We prepared the song “Oh we can play...” and we added more instruments and finally they chose one instrument and did a drawing of it, later they copied the name of the instrument and we did a booklet with the drawings.

· The story was very nice. I didn´t use the silhouettes to tell the story. The least motivating sense was sight because it was quite easy for them as well as touching. It is a nice unit to work on senses which I think should be worked at this age.

· I have enjoyed it a lot.

· We haven´t had enough time to do all the activities so I have decided not to do the 7th, 9th session and performance.

· It´s too difficult to get in all sessions the meaning of the senses. It´s not very interesting for them when they have to smell, taste or anything one by one and they have to wait till the others finish.

· In my opinion since the story is about smelling it could be enough to smell the objects that appear in the story and make some practice on cooking bread, chocolate, biscuits... We have to make things easier for children.

· There are lots of sessions to work in the big group.It´s difficult to get their attention all the time. There are not any activities to work in small groups or individually.

· I think that they need something to bring home in this unit and making a baker with buns for each one it could be a good idea.

· They loved the story and activities.

· In this unit we had to explain things in Spanish/Basque.

· We feel that it will work better with older children, because it´s been difficult to keep them paying attention in some activities.
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
