H should say the title or ask the other STS for help. After that H matches it with the title on the chart. T performs the rhyme or song and STS follow him/her.

· T shows STS the masks of different frightening characters: giant, witch, ghost and spider. T puts them on one by one and scares STS a little bit. T explains the game to STS: one ST hides behind a door, a table or some other place where s/he cannot be seen, chooses one of the masks and knocks at the door/table… STS repite Under a dark, dark table there is.... T can switch off the lights if necessary. T encourages them to guess who it is. The ST that guesses it is going to be ‘it’ this time.

When time is over, T hands out sweets for everybody.

· STS  lie on the floor. T with a soft voice calms them down  and  tries to keep them quiet. T uses a piece of classical music to get a relaxing atmosphere. If there is a ST that is not comfortable on the floor, T takes him/her to a chair and makes him/her cover his/her head with the arms. T can use the next rhyme to wake them up.
