· Present the Revision Chart. The cards with the titles of the rhymes & songs that have already been presented to the STS are on the chart. H chooses one card among the ones with the title & picture. H should say the title or ask  the other STS for help. After that H matches it with the title on the chart. STS perform the rhyme or song.

· T invites the STS  to sit in the storytelling corner (if it is different from the greetings space use always the same procedure to change places); T checks that all the STS are sitting comfortably and are able to look at the book properly (this time the book is not very big, so you can move yourself to show the pictures to all of them)

· T says the rhyme using real lollipos or lollipops made out of plasticine. STS follow the rhyme using their fingers as lollipops…

· STS sit down in a circle. T shows real fruit or flashcards one by one. When all the fruits have been presented, T starts sorting them into colour categories: red fruit, green fruit, yellow fruit… While doing it T asks for STS participation. After it, other categories can be used: like/don’t like; size; seasons… H can keep a record in a chart on the b/b or on a wrapping paper.

· T displays a basket in the center of the classroom. Inside the basket there are flashcards of fruits cut into pieces like puzzles. T divides  STS into 4 groups. H gives each group a card with a picture of a fruit on it. Each group stands in one of the four corners of the room. When T or H gives the order, the first child in each group must run to the basket and find a piece of the puzzle that belongs to the fruit his/her group has. Once the ST has found it, s/he must run to his/her corner and the next ST in the group will run to the basket to get another piece of the puzzle. The group who completes the puzzle first wins the game.

· This game can be done in groups of two, three or even four. One group sits in front of another group. Each group has got a set of fruit flashcards. Group A places the flashcards in a row on the table/floor but there should be a cardboard or something to cover it (group B shouldn’t be able to look at them). Then group A dictates the pattern to group B. Group B has to place the flashcards in the same order group A dictates them. When finishing, the cardboard that covers the patterns is taken away and group B can check if the order is correct. Now group B designs the pattern and dictates it to group A. Before starting and in order to show how to play, T can play it with the H in front of the rest of the STS.
