1-  Were the activities suitable for them? If not, Why?

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2- Which has been the most motivating activity? Why?

Games (63.4%): 
Pelmanism (37.39%) : They like this activity. They like to play games. Because they love every kind of games. They like the game. Because they took part actively. It’s a challenge for them. Están muy atentos, disfrutan y lo demandan repetidamente. Because they learn the vocabulary easily. They like to play Pelmanism and make pairs, although the ones who didn’t manage making pairs were a little bit angry. They wanted to win. Everybody knows how to do it. They felt really happy seeing their good memory when they guessed. It was challenging for them. Because everybody wants to get the pairs. They like competition games. They enjoyed playing this game (and they forgot it was English). 

   They really enjoyed the activity. They enjoyed it.

Fruit display (26.01%):  Because it was a different activity. They know how to manage. Because they could use them whenever they wanted. It was fun and challenging. They spent a good time trying to be the first ones completing the puzzles. It was exciting, they liked the competition. They like doing things they are good at. Because they enjoyed a lot playing this game. It’s a very dinamic game. It was motivating for them.They asked me to do this activity once and again.They enjoy playing with puzzles. 

Songs (35.77%): 
Oranges and lemons (30.08%): They enjoy themselves a lot and they liked the “tug of war” thing. It was a new game and they were happy. They understood the game immediately. They had a good time although they didn’t learn the song (very complicated). It’s funny. It is fun. Sounds and melody are very nice. They loved playing tug of war. Playing is fun. Because this game is very similar to “Zubiri-zubiri” and they 

like it. They like games (and they know it).They enjoyed themselves very much. They know this game in Basque. It invites the students to perform the song.They like to play it. They like playing and they have fun. They like video a lot and they enjoy playing it. They had lots of fun. Because it was another game. It was a challenge for them and a moving game.They follow the song and the story much better.

Rhymes (21.93%):     Five sticky lollipops (17.88%): They can repeat the rhyme easily.

Because they loved pretending to be licking a lollipop. They were very 

encouraged listening to the rhyme. I think because they learnt it easier than the others. Very easy and understandable for them. They learnt it from the begining. Because they liked the gestures. It was easy to learn. Miming this chant is funny. They like miming and it is a simple one. I don’t know, maybe because we were talking about lollipops. They like it. Motivating for the performance. I don’t know. It envolved movements and it was quite easy to learn. Because it’s easy and it’s got rhythm.

Caterpillar (1.62%): They liked its movements.
Butterfly (2.43%): They wanted to get the butterfly using their hands. It is 

a very sweet rhyme, the children found it quite touching. The butterfly is 

helpful to learn and follow the song.

Performance (7.31%): The children really enjoyed it. 
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3- And the least one? Why?
Rhymes (31.69%):
Five…(2.43%):  They get bored with the repetition. 
Games (16.25%):        They didn’t fit very well. It didn’t motivate them. It was difficult to make 

them understand the objectives of the game.

Songs (9.75%):  
Oranges and lemons (8.94%): We didn’t work on it because it was quite 

difficult. The song is too long for the game. The game was succesful after 

we played it singing only the last rhyme. Because it was long and difficult. 

They found it complicated. The song is too long and it didn’t work 

involving the students to play the game. Too complicated. Too difficult. 

Performance (4.06%): They really don’t like the performance, maybe they don’t feel very sure.

It was a bit difficult to remember all the things. It didn´t have much fun the 

way I did it. Quite difficult to remember. It was boring. They prefer songs 

rather than rhymes.

Nothing (4.06%).

4-Was the material used in the unit (for the teacher) useful /complicated to use?

Useful  : Yes (59.34%)
Quite a lot (16.26%)
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· In general, the material is useful because there are a lot of activities, but sometimes I need a lot of sessions to finish the booklet.

· There were too many flashcards and cards for the story and the games.

· Because it was very attractive and there were many different activities. Because most of the activities are appropriate for this age. I think that the material of this unit is O.K, and the way the booklet is done is easier this time. 

· It was easy to manage and completed. On the other hand, they liked all of the activities.

· I haven’t had any problem and I think there wasn’t anything missing in this unit.

· Very nice and suitable for them.

· The material was very useful but I need a lot of time to do it and a lot of material.

· It was useful.

· Using this material we have been able to work on the contents.

· The material helps the children to understand the Unit.

Complicated : Yes (0.81%)   Quite a lot (8.94%)  So-so (20.32%)    No (18.69%)
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· Preparing the booklet was quite difficult. The material is very useful but there is a lot of things and it took me a lot of time to learn the songs and rhymes and to prepare all the material, but nevertheless I think that it has been a very good unit.

· The material is not complicated but as in our school there are 100 children in each level it is very tough to make things like the booklet.

· Oranges and lemons was very difficult but I only did the 1st and last sentences.

· The song “Oranges and Lemons” was complicated for them. The words were difficult to repeat and memorize.

· It was very useful, but there were too many flashcards. I didn’t use all of them.

5- Did the students participate actively?

All of them (30.89%)

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6- Which of the activities has supposed a challenge for the students?
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Games (69.62%):
Pelmanism: It makes them memorize the cards. They have to memorize 

where the fruits are. They have to memorize where the different cards are. 
That  Pelmanism, because in this case they have got the visual aid.

Fruit Patterns: They had to design the pattern and dictate…so it made them 

work their minds.For some of them, jigsaws go on being a complicated 

task. They had to think about the names of the fruits, it was more difficult.

Fruit Salad Relay: It makes them think, to complete the puzzles.

7- Other comments

· We have 25 children in each group and it is different to make same activities like the Fruit Salad Relay  or Fruits patterns. It takes so much effort to make the crafts in a session of half an hour with 25 children; the classes are quite short.
· Too much work apart from the project.

· They have enjoyed all the activities quite a lot.

· In my opinion as in Spain there are a great variety of fruits it would be a good thing to include some more fruits, because the STS have had a very good time learning the names of the fruits.

· I didn’t play Fruit Patterns. I prefered to play pelmanism more times because they liked it and while they turned over the cards I named the picture and students learned the names of the fruits and the rest of the cards. I think that the order of the games should be changed, first Pelmanism (they learn the names) and then the Fruit patterns (once they know the names of the fruits they can play much better).

· They loved the “Oranges and Lemons” game.

· In general a very well organized unit. I don’t miss anything in special.

· In general, students demand more games and activities and they are not very found of rhymes.

· I think this unit has been the most interesting one for them. They wanted the video… They liked the pelmanism but the 5 year-olds group is very competitive and sometimes this type of activities give me some problems (all of them want to do pairs, to win…)

· A very nice unit.

· Some lyrics (“Oranges and Lemons”) were too long and complicated to sing for the students.

· Oranges and Lemons has been the most succesful song. Students asked to play it again and again though difficult to learn it through. It’s possible to sing the 1st, 2nd and the last verses. 

· I’ve had some problems with the performance. I don’t know why, but I don’t find the point of it and sometimes it becomes something like an exam and they feel afraid. The difference between 1st levels pupils and 5 years old is clear but this unit is supposed to be for 5 years old.

· I think I would need some hints about how to organise the rehearsals in order to have an enjoyable performance. Do you know any solutions?

· Sometimes, I need much more time to prepare materials.

· In my opinion, specially with the rhymes, it’s interesting to use an element or something attracting action. In this way they connect better with the content.

· Nowadays, when a student is ill they say to me: “S/He’s got a stomach-ache” or whatever. When we are in the playground and they are hungry, they say to me: “I’m hungry”.

· Good work the one you are doing.

· It has been a funny Unit with suitable activities.

· Material suitable and useful but a lot of time to prepare it. 

· Fruit salad relay: first practice the puzzles and then play the game.

· Difficult rules to work Fruit salad relay.

· Performance only with the booklet.

· Oranges and Lemons too long. 

· Children have enjoyed a lot.

· All of them performed the story at the same time because they didn´t like to stay just watching others performing it

· I liked the text because it wasn´t too short or too long and it was easy to understand.The subject about food gives the oportunity to talk about the things they like. It came out very well.

· We had problems with the “oranges & lemons” game. They didn´t accept to be the losers and they quarrelled bitterly. We decided not to repeat it until they know how to behave. We talked about it with the classroom teacher.

· I don´t use all the materials you give me, but they are very good, it takes me a long time to do the crafts, that´s why I don´t use them all.

· The stages are usually longer than proposed and this unit can finally take a long time if you try to do everything.

· We didn´t do the party because of our timetable. It was difficult to prepare three parties.

· We find the unit more suitable for the 1st grade in Primary than for infant 5.

· They like Oranges and Lemons but I think that if we could write another lyric for it, it would be more motivating and they would try to sing it (they play it listening to the story but they don´t sing it, they don´t repeat it, it´s too difficult for them). In other activities, they try to sing it or at least open their mouth to produce a sound. The game is suitable for them but not the language.
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
