· Present the Revision Chart. The cards with the titles of the rhymes & songs that have already been presented to the STS are on the chart. H chooses one card among the ones with the title & picture. H should say the title or ask  the other STS for help. After that H matches it with the title on the chart. STS perform the rhyme or song.

· T invites the STS  to sit in the storytelling corner (if it is different from the greetings space use always the same procedure to change places); T checks that all the STS are sitting comfortably and are able to look at the book properly.

· T explains STS they are going to write a note for their parents asking for hats to bring to school (Mexican, cowboy, magician...) H hands out small pieces of paper to each ST. STS, following T’s instructions, must write the note and take it home (the hats are for session 4).

· T sings the song or shows it on the video and STS follow the movements.

· T shows the board game to STS and explains how to play: there are four different block lines with the name of the colours written on them: RED, BLUE…, one for each player. The dice has got colours instead of numbers.  In the middle of the board there is a real banana. The counters are monkeys that have to get the banana. One player throws the dice. If the colour in the dice is the same as that in the first block, the monkey will go one block forward. If not, the monkey stays in its place waiting for the next turn. The first time T and STS play all together in order to learn the procedures. When STS are ready, they can play in groups of four.

· T tells the story showing the big book. As the story is quite simple, some STS can perform it while T narrates it.

· STS stand in the middle of the classroom in pairs. One partner is the spinner, and the other is “it”. All spinners hold their partners by their shoulders and spin them until the T says “STOP!” At that point, the spinners let go, and  the “it” STS move free. T yells “¡FREEZE!” and the “its” freeze in their current positions. The winner is the “it” who can hold his/her  position the longest. For the first time, T shows the game with the H.

· STS stand in the middle of the classroom. T says the rhyme: Many colours, many hues, Which bright colour shall I choose? I choose...BLUE! Each ST must find something blue and touch it. Next time H can choose the colour and so on.

· T shows STS how to get secondary colours by mixing the primary ones (yellow, red and blue) in transparent plastic cups. Colouring liquids or temperas can be used for the experiment. H hands out yellow and blue cellophane papers and/or crayons to each ST. STS must get the green colour with them. Follow the same procedure to get orange (red and yellow). T lets STS play and experiment  with them.
