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3- Which has been the most motivating activity? Why?
Booklet (38.02%):  
They liked the final result. They were very happy looking through them. They discovered mixing colours. They wanted to do them and then played with them. Looking through the lenses was fun. They got very excited when they saw mine. They all wanted to make them. They’ve liked a lot the lenses and also to use them seeing all in red, blue, yellow, etc. Because they seem to enjoy producing nice things with their own hands. Because they love crafts so they enjoy a lot with these kind of activities. Because they realized that mixing the primary colours they got the secondary ones. They enjoyed playing with colours and mixing them. They love colours and changes with different papers an colours. They could discover new colours with  papers and “tempera”. They could see how to get the secondary colours. It was magical to get different colours. The final product was something to play with. Every child wanted a booklet to play with. To play with colour pieces of paper and experiment mixing them. The children were very excited to make them and play with them.

Craft(38.02%):      
        
Because they love crafts. They chose their own projects. They were

able to finish them on their own. They enjoy creating things. This 

activity made them work their minds (imagination). They love art. 

They like doing things and taking them home. They enjoyed making 

their own hat. They liked wearing the hats they made. They enjoyed 

taking things they made home! Because they seem to enjoy producing 

nice things with their own hands. Because they made a hat from a 

cardboard. They knew they were going to enjoy making them. They 

liked walking around the classroom looking through the different 

colours. It´s a toy for them.

Games (28.87%):                  They love games . They were able to play autonomously in  

groups. They like to play in groups. There was competition: Who was going to win? It was challenging (they had to read the names and understand) it was fun, they really enjoyed playing the game. Because they want to win and to guess which colour it is. They were making a competition. It was new. They were enthusiastic about getting the prize. Everybody wanted to participate. Very enjoyable. Because it is a nice and dynamic game where they share different abilities.

Songs (27.46%):
The tune is easy and funny. The rhythm and the video were very funny and attractive. They enjoyed jumping and passing the hats. It’s a game and they love games. They liked the tune, it was easy and funny. They enjoy acting it out. There were children in the video. They like dancing, moving chaos. The song is very cheerful. Easy for them and funny to perform. Very easy to learn and funny. Because it is fun and involves rhythm and movement. Because it is very funny, so they enjoyed a lot. They still sing it on their own. It involves movement. Amusing game for them. They knew the tune.

Story (2.11%):

It was funny for them.

Performance (1.76%): 
They enjoyed being monkeys. They love acting. They love acting out in 

front of another group. They like performing a lot.

Rhymes (1.76%):                   They enjoyed saying the rhyme and falling down to the floor.

It was very easy and short and it had got a lot of movement. They like action songs.

4- And the least one? Why?
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Games (31.25%):                They don’t know the colours yet. They prefer more active activities.

The rules aren’t clear enough; it wasn’t motivating. They were waiting for a long time the colours they needed. They where not very confident with the written form of the colours. Many of them couldn´t move forward and they got bored. I´m not sure but I think although it´s a game, some of them can’t recognise the letters and they can not win. They didn´t understand how to play. They didn’t know very well the colours but then we played it again  and put the colours and the name and it worked better. They found it difficult, maybe because they are not used to this kind of games.

Rhymes (28.12%):               The music was not attractive for them. They didn´t see the point of        doing it. It´s for primary. They seem to prefer songs in general. They didn’t pay too much attention. Because they need vivacity. Because the movements aren’t very  exciting. They were difficult for them. They didn’t understand it very well and it was boring.

Craft (17.1%):                     Maybe they expected something special instead of group talking. Some of them didn’t understand the activity. Because they get bored. Very difficult for them. Because it is difficult and we need a lot of material. They draw and colour too much. They didn’t say anything. It was not interesting for them or I didn’t explain it properly.

Story (15.62):                      Story book: it was small to see it. They didn’t ask me to repeat it. They told me they enjoyed more other stories. Because it is not a motivating story. It’s too simple.


Songs (3.1%):
They didn´t enjoy as much as I thought they would.

Performance (1.56%):          The story was not very funny. They needed a long  time to rehearse.

· I used all the material that we got from the project.

· Each child making his/her own hat was a terrible mess. All of them asked me for help at the same time but at the end the results were very funny.

· The children had problems to do the hats or to cut out and stick the cellophane to prepare the booklet and the lenses.

· Since we get the material from internet it´s not so hard to prepare and get it ready when you need it.

· I needed a lot of time to prepare the material.

· It was very well planned.

· Once you get to understand how to make your own materials it´s easy to use and explain to the students.

· There were a wide range of different choices

· Making hats has been a little bit complicated: deciding the material they need, organizing everything.

6- Did the students participate actively?

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7- Which of the activities has supposed a challenge for the students?
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Craft (35.09%):                 Making hats -They had to think how to make them. It wasn´t easy talking about their own hats. Making the hats: first it was difficult for them to make it from a picture but one of them stated fixing different pieces of cards and got it. Then the rest of them started and got something similar to hats. They had to use their imagination. in making hats individually after drawing the ones they wanted to make.

Games (33.77%):              Colour blocks: they must read and recognize the colours although it was very difficult. 

Musical hats: They had to guess and read the instructions to do the actions .

Booklet (20.52%):   
They have to mix and say correctly the colour names. Making the booklet they realize that mixing primary colours they can get other ones. STS had to think on colours to get the secondary ones. They enjoyed mixing tempera in transparent plastic cups.

Performance (3.97%):     
They knew the story by heart. They had to remember the story, the      songs and the rhymes.

Story (3.31%):                  
It challenged them. I think they enjoyed it, although being simple, because they had to work to understand the joke.

Songs (1.98%):                  Three little monkeys: They had to mime the song.

Rhymes (1.32%):             “A hat for a…” They had to count the hats.

8- Other comments:
· They usually enjoyed most of the activities and as it is a class with only 11 children, I can help each one of them whenever they need it.

· I spent a lot of time preparing the hats and the STS’ booklet. Both activities are very long for the STS, so next time perhaps will be better to choose one of those activities. 

· I’ve only made the design of the hats. I think that in this unit there have been too many crafts, some of them quite difficult, and they haven’t offered any linguistic support. Too many sessions doing things not very useful from the language point of view.

· The booklet of colours have been a very nice activity but to stick the pieces of colours they needed my help a lot. “Making hats” was very nice but too much work in a short time. One craft should be enough and in this unit the most suitable will be the colour booklet (or lenses).
· Very well planned according to the “real time”; very easy to work on carnival, festivals, Good book & funny activities. Well done!

· I must say that some of the activities are difficult for me to explain and at the same time for the children to understand and follow. Because of this it takes me much more time than the one you establish for some of the activities.

· Even the story is very short, they like it a lot. There are many songs but they like them and are easy to learn. Anyway if I notice the children like a lot a useful activity I do it once and again, because it is an opportunity to teach what you want, and for them because they can sing or repeat the rhymes they like.

· On the whole it has been a good unit and both the STS and myself have enjoyed it

· Before telling the story we talked about the landscape. Where it could be located, the type of houses similar/different to theirs... After telling the story, first I played the role (Nama) and  they had to imitate my actions. Then the helper was Nama and the rest the monkeys. You can go on with some others. Before the 2nd session’s main activity, we played with the dice for them to recognise the colours (written down only). It was helpful for the game.

· Children enjoyed a lot with all the activities of this unit but they didn’t enjoy with the story. Maybe it’s too short or too simple.

· The songs “Three little monkeys” and “Nama’s wearing a blue hat” were wonderful. All the STS liked them and sang them every session, lovely and easy songs to teach. The rhymes are not so easy to teach. Sometimes I feel quite tired teaching them. We worked better with songs and I think that they learned them better.

· Making hats has taking much longer than what we thought at the beginning (3 weeks). However, it has been worth it. They enjoyed it and they had to think a lot about different shapes, joining materials…

9. Have you planned any activity (related to the Unit or not) with the classroom 

    teacher? If so, describe it, please.

· Writing a note for the parents asking for hats.

· I made the hats with the classroom teacher. I think this is a big help and I feel very well, otherwise I think it will be impossible to finish it in one session.

· We did a booklet as they are used to with the tutor. On each page: a photograph of each child wearing his/her own hat from home. Text: I am...../I am wearing a.....hat. They have to take home one by one and show it (as they usually do with the tutor).

· When I had to make the lenses it was a never ended task for them and for me, so I decided to finish with the help of the tutor and so we did.
· Asking for hats, giving out the works to take them home.

· No. I told her about the hats and the exhibition, but that was all.

· No. But I had no problems when using the walls (covered with paper!) for drawing mixed colours and so on, and for displaying (for long time) lots of pictures of people wearing hats which they classified. I´m really lucky, teachers don´t give me any problem; they allow me working my way.

· No. With the classroom teacher because they are never in the class. But I´ve recorded just the music and we´ve done karaoke. This is a very good way for the children to learn and memorize songs and colours in this case.

· In this lesson I created two activities in order the STS to learn colours. With the lens they had to say one by one “many colours, many hues and ask the child nearest to him to say the colour. 

· Yes (I spoke to the tutors previously). Write the note. Note: I HAVE TO TAKE A HAT TO SCHOOL. The tutors asked what is written in the note. Children explained to the tutors in Basque the note. And the teacher asked them to explain the note at home. Most of them took different hats.
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
