UNIT  COMMENTS

· The note the STS write is: BRING A HAT. The classroom teacher must know about it.

· BOARD GAME: before playing, read the name of the colours in the blocks, count how many blocks per column/group there are to make sure that everybody has got 6. A colour spinner or dice, or colour labels in a bag can be used. It´s better not to stick together the four sides of the boardgame so, when playing with the whole group of  STS, they can sit more comfortable around them. 

· COLOUR LENSES: It will be better if you place them in this order: first yellow, then blue and the last one red. Each ST needs 8 pieces 2 without hole and 6 with hole (2 to hold each colour). Put them in two boxes. STS must take one at a time.


· HATS: T and STS can prepare flashcards made out of cuttings from magazines.

· SONG Nama´s wearing a blue hat: 

· STS sit down in two lines one in front the other. Then, while they sing the song, IT, wearing a blue hat, walks along the path between the two lines. When the song ends IT must choose a ST, put off the hat and give it to the chosen ST. Now this ST is IT.

· Another way of playing with this song: STS sit in a circle, H hands out colour hats (made out of colour papers...) for everybody, there should be at least two hats per colour. When ready the H sings the song using the names of the STS wearing the same colour hats. The last ST mentioned in the song is the one singing next.

· RHYME A hat for...: once they are familiar with the rhyme, one ST says it using STS names instead of repeating the animals, s/he decides how many names and then s/he must count them.

· MAKING HATS : 

· We can do only hats drawings and then a picture exhibition.

· We (STS + T) can design one hat and make it all together.

· BOOK: Children just like me. This is an interesting book we can use. ISBN: .0-7513-5327-2

· STS´ BOOKLET: We must stick a half A4 white paper at the back cover of the booklet. We can add a third colour to the second part of the booklet using a fastener.



· 8th session GAME Many colours...: it´s better to start using this game from the very beginning of the Unit.

· VIDEO: remember it is very enriching and interesting for keeping a record of what´s going on in the classroom.

· CAT´S WALK: why not? 4th session, once we have the different hats in the classroom each child chooses one (or uses just the one s/he brought from home...) T with a “microphone”  presents a collection of hats while the STS, one at a time, demonstrate in front of the audience. For example:  - Here you are Pello wearing a red, a really wonderful red hat ... – Now here you are Maite wearing a cowgirl hat her uncle Pedro brought from ... and so on). 

· WORLD MAP: we can use it when presenting the hats.
