They tried hard playing 


with it.

8. Other comments

· They have loved this unit. They asked me to read the story again and again... They liked the song wake up our muscles very much and they did the movements quite well.

· We didn´t perform the tale because it was difficult for them.

· We haven´t had enough time to do all the activities. I have chosen the less complicated, so I haven´t tried to play the board game and the dominoes as we have had some problems before with similar games since there are too many students in the group. We haven´t done “in a wood” and the performance because of lack of time.

· I have changed “Here are Grandma´s spectacles” by “These are Grandma´s glasses” which appears in nursery rhyme  time video. I made two pairs of glasses and two hats and I used them to do the performance.

· In general this unit 10 has been interesting for children. They have enjoyed a lot with the different activities. Little Red Riding Hood is someone they know a lot so that is why they have been so interested.

· I think it would be good to have another kind of support like the audio system because it would motivate them a lot and at the same time it is another funny way to hear and learn English.

· I used the silhouettes to tell the story drawing on the scenery places the landscape of the story.

· All the activities were so long, above all the story and not enough time due to Easter.

· I think the topic is very suitable for them.

· We have to prepare better the booklet. They were a little bit missing when they had to write down the title of the different tales.

· I think that the game “Dominoes” is difficult for 5 year olds, when they have to match the drawing of the fairy tale with the written form most of them are missing.

· They couldn´t start playing because they couldn´t read.

· Some children don´t like to colour so much and copy such long titles (they get lot with English words).

· The song and rhymes of this unit have been quite difficult. They haven´t been able to learn all of them, just some sentences or gestures to do with them.

· Having several groups one after the other becomes quite stressing when you have to display the pictures with the titles and storybooks, collecting and carrying them to another classroom.

· I didn´t like this unit at the beginning but as I began working on it I found it nicer. Children also loved it.

· They need more time to play with dominoes and the board game.

9. Have you planned any activity (related to the Unit or not) with the classroom teacher?  

    If so, describe it, please.

· I planned miming activities. Sts in turns mine Fairy Tales and the rest have to guess them.

· The classroom teacher was working on fairy tales so we coordinated the activities. One day a theatre group came to the school and played a story about fairy tales. It was great for my class.

· Some of the children have finished the booklet with the classroom teacher.

· I always plan with the classroom teacher the activities that imply any reading.
