UNIT 11 COMMENTS

· STORY: 
· T should listen to the story some times before telling it to the STS, it will help them with the correct intonation.

· T & STS can repeat the story through TPR.

· Story: after choosing some paragraphs, it can be recited as a rhyme.

· PERFORMANCE, for example:

· T pretends to be the train station master, STS get into line, hold with their hands the waist of the person in front of them and once they are ready pretending to be a train, they get out of the class and “travel” around the school. The T, first in line :




T:We´re off on a journey, out of the class.




STS:What shall I see? What shall I see? (Hand on the forehead)




T: The gym in front of me (for example)




STS: That´s what I see! That´s what I see!




T: We´re off on a journey, out of the class.

· Place chairs in pairs in the middle of the class. The T sits in the first row with the storybook, tells the story and H turns the pages. The STS, sitting in the chairs, pretend to be in the train and say : What shall I see?… and That´s what I see!…

· FLASHCARDS:
· One session or two for making flashcards and another session for the “Peekaboo”.

· You have a sample in the power point file.

· There should be more flashcards than STS. When playing, they have to choose one flashcard out of the pile at random. For example: the ST mixes/shuffles them and when the STS say STOP she/he takes the one s/he is touching.

· Ideas for the POSTER:

· On wrapping paper draw a landscape sky, land & water, and stick, using blutak, the different transportation flashcards. Once the UNIT is over we can use them for making a picture dictionary on means of transport.

· You have a sample in the power point file.

· PICTURE DICTIONARY:
· Poster: T can stick on an A3 size paper, small pictures of means of transport along with their names, at least one per group, and hand them out when the STS are making flashcards or their booklets...

· Use real picture dictionaries.

· You have a sample in the power point file.

· CRAFT material :

· The message the STS take home is “BRING MATERIAL”. It should be sent some days in advance. Talk with the classroom teacher beforehand, s/he can talk about it with the STS.

· Ask the classroom teacher about the possibility of having a double period lessons of crafts, instead of two sessions of half an hour.

· 1st craft session: T & STS make one altogether; 2nd & 3rd craft sessions, each ST on her/his own or in small groups make another one; 4th craft session, display or presentation of the creations.

· Weekend homework: tell the STS they should bring to class one means of transport made out of recycled material with the help of the family. Ask for help with the explanations to the classroom T.

· Option: divide the class in groups and work with one each session while the others play or work in the corners. It takes as many sessions as groups you have.

· Possible list of materials: match boxes, butter containers, milk cartons, plastic bottles, round cardboard cheese boxes, toilet paper tubes, corks, plastic and card paper cups, newspapers, magazines, straws, buttons, toothpaste boxes, cream containers, tins, walnut shells, egg carton, shoe boxes, stickers, cotton balls, paper towel tubes...

· Examples: ship out of a bottle; balloon out of yoghurt container, strings & balloon; boat out of egg container; bus out of foil paper empty box; car out of milk carton and toilet paper tube; airplane out of water bottle and cardboard; train out of milk carton and youghurt containers; rocket out of bottles and foil paper; space lab...

· STS´ BOOKLET:

· It takes four sessions on average. 

· They made the flashcards cutting out pictures, this time they could draw the means of transport but it is up to the T so, if you decide to use pictures again, prepare lots of small black & white photocopies of means of transport for the STS to choose and prepare the labels with the names of those means of transport. You can use picture dictionaries too.

· Steps: 1st STS draw the landscape, draw the means of transport and write the names. 



     2nd STS cut the flaps, one at a time, and fold it.



     3rd STS write on the flaps SKY, LAND and WATER.



     4th STS fold the cover and write the title: MEANS OF TRANSPORT.

· Option: divide the class in groups and work with one each session while the others play or work in the corners. It takes as many sessions as groups you have.

· Cut out the flaps of the booklet at the end of the whole process.

· Instead of working in groups, it can be done in BIG group, this means, everybody doing the same thing at the same time. Once they start working they have different rhythms so, keep that in mind and prepare something for the quickest: board games...

· Game: Guess what? STS can play it using the booklets.

· Rhyme Down by the station: It´s better to use the cassette version rather than use the rhyme in NRT video. You can choose some paragraphs instead of repeating the whole rhyme.

· Playing: There are special carpets called “Traffic mat” in the schools that you could use.

· Cassette: Story: instead of saying ...Here in my seat,... it is said ...Here is my seat,... Not big deal anyway!
