Hand Out 1-B
	1- T shows her/his own folder and talks about what s/he uses it for (Appendix 1-A). S/he suggests everybody make her/his own English Folder.

2- T (H) copies on the b/b the information from the T’s folder cover (Appendix 1-B).

3- T (H) distributes cardboard pieces or ready made folders. T can work with Ss in small groups using the instructive text to interact with them (Hand Out 1-A).

4- Ss are asked to complete their folder covers and decorate them (Hand Out 1-B).

5- H (or T) collects all the folders.

6- T calls Ss’ attention to the need of finding a place to keep the folders so that they can easily be used when needed.

7- Brainstorm for suggestions and leave the ‘problem’ to be solved in a following session.

	1- T shows her/his Identity Card and talks about the data on it. T (H) distributes copies of ICs (Hand Out 2) and Ss start filling it with the required information. Ss keep their IC during the following activities.

2- T shows the class list. T talks about the order of the Ss’ names; maybe the Ss know why? T tells the Ss they are going to draw lots to decide who will be the first HELPER and then they will establish helper’s turns.

3- T distributes Ss into several groups and tells them to ‘Dip Out’ (Appendix 2-A) so that one S is left. This S will join the ones from the other groups for another dipping round; the one who is not out will be the first helper.

4- T asks this H to find out her/his name in the class list. With the whole group establish that the list will go on from that person.

5- T brings out the chart of helpers (Appendixes 2-B, 2-C) and writes/asks H to write her/his own name on the corresponding cell.

6- T and Ss brainstorm about H’s tasks.

7- Ss make a H’s Tasks Big Book (Appendix 2-D).

	1- T asks H to bring folders and ICs and put them on a table along with other classroom material: library books, corner material, craft material... (This will be easier in the case of English Classroom)

2- T asks Ss to classify the material and make different heaps in groups. Various procedures:

a) Give Ss a paper with the category: an image or/and writen down. When they finish they put it on the heap and write it out on the b/b.

b) Discuss categories and let each group choose one; then Ss ‘dictate’ the name of their category and H writes it on the b/b.

3- T suggests that they must find a place for each category.

4- H distributes spelling games (Hand Outs 3-A1, 3-A2, 3-B1, 3-B2, 3-C1, 3-C2, 3-D1, 3-D2) in groups. They can swap them as they finish.

5- Ss produce labels for the different material categories and place them in the right place.

	1- a) P1: use classroom calendar whenever time references are needed (to relate to helper’s turns system, for example).

b) P2: bring out, or refer to, the calendar done and used in U2 from P1.

2- Birthday round: H gives out birthday cakes to Ss (Hand Out 4) for them to stick them on the calendar. This is a meaninful activity to acquire/reinforce a global notion of the structure of the calendar.

3- T writes the three activities done in this Unit (folders, Helper’s Tasks Big Book and Labels). H copies them on an A3 and then checks them (Appendix 4).

4- T/H asks Ss their opinion about each activity. Each S ‘writes’ her/his favourite one on a piece of paper. H collects them, counts them and writes the results on the diary.

5- Ss make the cover for this Unit’s diary.

6- Make explicit the reasons for choosing a particular place for the diary next to the calendar and the chart of helpers.

	1- This session will require some preparation if corners have not been organised yet. The following proposal can be carried out with the minimum of preparation.

2- Prepare material for three corners: the Library Books (4-5 year olds), the games (4-5 year olds) and material for crafts (Hand Out 5). The easiest way is to keep this material in three different boxes if you cannot establish permanent corners in the classroom.

3- T and H place the boxes in three different corners. Ss are grouped to go to each corner, choose one book, one game or one craft template and work for ten minutes.

4- After 10 minutes H/T asks Ss to fill the Corners Chart (Appendix 5). When everybody has finished they go to another corner (as this is a try out, the groups can keep the same, but this is not the necessary procedure).

5- Repeat the procedure so that all three groups go over the three corners and understand the ‘mechanics’.

6- The production in the craft corner can be either taken home or kept in the individual folder.

	1- T/H distributes material: colour and white A4 sheets or templates (Hand Out 6), or ready made books (Appendix 6).

2- Ss chant out the dipping rhyme used in activity 2: ‘Dip, Dip, Dip’ or ‘A Puppy, a Kitten’.

3- Various procedures for writing it in the Song Book:

a) Ss ‘dictate’ it as T writes it out on the b/b. Then Ss copy the lyrics in their Song Books.

b) H distributes the text to the Ss for them to copy/glue in their Song Books. (The text can have some gaps for the Ss to fill).

4- Ss decorate the cover or the page. H distributes folders for the Ss to keep their Song Books when finishing. H collects them back.
