	1- T elicits Ss’ previours knowledge about shops, buildings, elements they can find in their streets.

2- As they name, T writes them on the b/b along with a drawing –or uses Hand Out 1- to make sense.

3- H hands out Picture Dictionaries (or photocopies) for Ss to choose a shop or bulding.

4- H gives out Hand Out 2 to each S. S/he cuts out a shape from them and draws the chosen shop/building and then writes its name. Faster Ss can make more than one index card.

5- Some Ss can design different street elements (cars, people, benches…).

6- When they finish H collects all the index cards for next session.

Note:

If the group is large, some of the Ss could design the street on a big wrapping paper.

	1- Gather the Ss together and get them design a map of their neighbourhood or the Main Street.

2-. Some of them can draw the streets on the wrapping paper, while others, working in pairs or individually, can draw the different elements (pedestrian crossings, traffic lights, street lamps, roundabouts, speed bumps, street lights..).

3- Ss stick the index cards with the shops/buildings done in the former activity.

4- Ss add (if they fill like) characters to the display (people, postman, the baker, cars...
