Activity 25: Evaluation and planning

The aim of this activity is to warm Ss up for the forthcoming activities. We must bear in mind that the aim is for Ss to reflect on the activities they have practiced so far and to make use of the language learnt during the assessed part. That is, T should encourage Ss to look in detail at the materials handled and used, recall the structures and vocabulary practiced during the period and use them as a tool to communicate with their peers and T in the context of the unit.

At this stage, and taking into account that they are already trained and familiar with the activity, T should try to move further on and start eliciting from Ss reasons for their evaluation.

Interaction sample:

T: What are we going to do today?

H: Check the planning and evaluate the activities.

T: Fine, so let’s go through the planning. Please, everybody find activity X in your diary/folder. Do you remember? (To H) What was it about? What did we do? Which materials did we use? (To the group) What is your opinion about it? Why? What did we learn?/What information did we obtain in this activity? How did we work? (pairs, group, individually, …).

Along with the H, T should record opinions and reasons on the b/b or preferably on paper (A3 or A1, if possible). The opinions may be given in their mother tongue, T should translate and jot them down. This opinion-giving structure and vocabulary can become a bank of language for specific purposes or function-oriented. Not only that, but T should make profit of this activity to develop some other learning strategies like reasoning, reflecting on one’s and others’ opinions, showing respect to peers’ opinions, reflecting on one’s own work, etc.

T should repeat the same procedure with all the activities, posing some questions to the H and some others to the group and encouraging participation.

When Ss are asked to write down their evaluation about the activities, T should encourage them to write not only the name of the activity and some type of standard ‘I liked…/I didn’t like’ expressions, but also further comments elicited from the evaluation activity itself. If they have a recorded personal evaluation, they can use it when doing the next evaluation session so it is a way of giving them more resources to broaden their use of language at different levels.

This activity offers good opportunities for both revision practice or everyday classroom language and language of the unit. In this particular case focus on:

What did we learn about? We learned about…

What did we do with that information? We did a mind map and made a booklet.

What new vocabulary (semantic fields) did we learn? Illnesses and their remedies, …

What type of activities did we do? Did we talk about …? Did we write in our S&S Book? Did we sing a song/say a tongue twister? Did we perform a story? What do you think about this activity? Excellent/Very nice/Nice/Not so nice/Bad

What did you learn in this part? In this part I learnt … / Now I know … .

-We have completed the evaluation so now I´m going to tell you the planning for part III.

First we are going to sing a song

Second we are going to listen to a story

Third we are going to record some data

Fourth we are going to make a booklet

Fifth we are going to read ‘Funnybones’

Sixth we are going to write in the Sing & Say Book

And finally we are going to work in corners

Activities 26/27: Recording Data I & II

Ss in this activity  measure their weight and height, record their results and improve their measurement skills. 
-We are going to work in two groups: A and B. A will weigh themselves in different ways and B will measure their height.

-Ok H, use a Dipping Rhyme, we need two groups. So now we have two groups A & B. 

Instruct Ss to work with a partner and have them practice the following measuring procedure. They should then record their results on a chart. You may first want to demonstrate the proper procedure for measuring their height and weight.
-Now, let’s see what group A has to do. Children pay attention to what I’m saying. First, we will get in pairs, ok? Good.

-H, go over there and hang this paper (appendix 26_A) on the wall by the scales. Today we are going to weigh ourselves with our shoes on, off, one foot on the scales and the other on the floor!

-Right, H stand on the scales. Let’s see, how much do you weigh? 41 kilos. Now I’m going to write down your weight on the chart. Finished!  Let’s change places. I’ll stand on the scales and you’ll write down my weight. H ask me the question How much do you weigh? 98kilos. Now you have to write down my weight on the chart. Well done!

-The next pair is going to do exactly the same. Good! Meanwhile H and I will take our shoes off! 

-Let’s go on. This time H, I want you to stand on the scales with your shoes off. How much do you weigh? I’ll write the data. Now, stand on one foot. How much do you weigh? Very good! I’ll write it down. Finally stand with one foot on the scales and one foot on the floor. How much do you weigh? I’ll write it down. Let’s change places.Now it’s your turn to do what I have done.Remember that you have to write my weight on the paper.

All the rest of the members in the group have to follow the same procedure.

-Do you all understand what must be done? Ok then let’s start.

-Now, let’s go over to group B. Children pay attention! First, we will get in pairs, ok? Good.

-H ask somebody to stick this paper (Appendix 26_B) on the wall please. 

-Miren, stick the paper on the wall please.

-Here we are going to measure our height and our arm span!

-H stand against the wall please. Let’s see how tall are you.

-151cm.tall. Very good! Now I’m going to write your weight on this chart. Let’s change places!  I am standing against the wall. How tall am I?

-198 cm.tall

-H, please, write down my height/the data on the chart.

-Now it’s my turn again. I have to stretch out my arms like this. Let’s see…, H, how long are they?

-145 cm.

-H, please, write it down on the chart.

-Let’s change places. Stretch out your arms. Ask me the question, How long are they? Well done! Now, I am going to write the cms on the chart.

All the rest of the members in the group have to follow the same procedure.

-Do you all understand what must be done? Ok then let’s start.

-Next pair do the same, please. Good! 

-All the rest of the members in the group have to do the same, ok? So, go on!

When children have completed their work, regroup the class and list results on poster paper.

Activity 28: Meaurements I

Ss, individually fill in two worksheets with their own data. Ask questions similar to the following to compare the data collected:

-Now, we are going to fill in these handouts (28_A & 28_B) with the recorded data. We are going to fill in one altogether. So listen carefully. As you all can see this is the chart where we wrote our results. Our weight with our shoe on/off…

-Now H go over to the chart and tell me how much do I weigh with my shoes on?

-Everybody say it after me: how much do I weigh with my shoes on?

-Very good H!

-Tell me how much do I weigh with my shoes off?

-Everybody say it after me: how much do I weigh with my shoes off?

- … .

-Do you have any questions?

-Each group is going to receive a copy of chart and each S one worksheet.

-H, hand out the copies of the charts and the worksheets.

Ss follow the same proceure with Handout 28_B

Once finished Ss stick or staple their worksheets in their diary.
Activity 29: Sing & Say Book, ‘When Little Peter Dances’

Ss write the lyrics of the song ‘When Little Peter Dances’ in their S&S Books.

Step 1- T tells Ss that they are going to write the song they have learnt.

-Children, in order to write the lyrics of the song, what do we need? You’re right, 1st we need scrap paper and our S&S Book; 2nd, we need a pencil/… . Now H, hand out these exercise books so that we can start writing.

-How many in your group?

-Four.

-Here you are.

Step 2- In pairs or small groups, Ss write the beginning of the song on scrap paper, the way they think it is. Then T writes the first line on the b/b. Ss check their written production. T and Ss follow the same procedure with the rest of the song. Once this has been done, Ss copy the correct version in their S&S Books.

Step 3- T and Ss say and write some words which have the same sound.

-Pay attention children. Look at these words. Can you say them? For example this one. Nice try. And this one. Listen to me. Now say them after me. See how we say these words. Now write them down.

Step 4- T and Ss learn and practice a tongue-twister.

-Now children, I want you to listen carefully. Are you ready? Now, it’s your turn. Once again. Lovely! Now you have to say it very slowly. This time you’ll have to say it three times to your head but silently. Well done!

Activity 30: Story Telling, ‘Funnybones’

In this activity  Ss listen to a story.

-Ok, children. Let’s see if you can guess what we’re going to do today! Have a go at it.

-Let me show you this. Do you know what this means?

-Wonderful! It’s story time. I’m going to read you a story. Can all of you see me? Are you sitting comfortably on the floor/the chair? Right!

-Now, have a look at the cover and try to guess what the story is about. Ok/Good answer/Very good!/… . How many pages do you think it has?

-About … .

-Excellent!/A good try!/ … .

-So, now I want you to … all together … Open your eyes ,open your ears, zip your mouth and pay attention. Very good!

-Did you like the story? Do you want to listen to it again? What! Am I hearing some Noes? Ok H, let’s count who wants to listen to it again. Raise your hands, please! …

-Once again all together, open your… .

-What was the story about? Was it a story about (Ss’ hypotheses)? Did (Ss’ hypotheses) happen? / … .

Activity 31: Reading

In this activity Ss listen to the story again, order the parts of the story and link them with the right pictures.

-Today you are going to listen to the story again. Can anybody tell me the name of the story? 

-H hand out these papers please! (Handout_31)

-Look at the handout. Here we have a shortened version of the story. Now read it and try to find clue words to put the story in order.

-Ok! Listen to the story and check your answers. Change anything you think it’s wrong .

-Well, now H is going to read the story for all us and Helen is going to write the numbers with our help! Well done! Check your handouts!

-Now, you have to link the parts of the story and the pictures! The pictures are in the right order. That’s it!
-You can stick the handout in your diaries.

-If you like, cut out the pictures, stick them in your diaries and copy the corresponding part of the story next to each picture!

-Wonderful!

Activity 32: Recording Data III

In this activity Ss measure their hand surface and hand span and keep a record of the results.

-Today we are going to measure two things. One will be our hand surface, we’ll see how big is our hand. The other will be our hand span, we’ll measure our hand from our little finger to our thumb.

-We are going to work the same way as we did the other day. Do you remember the day we measured our weight and height? How did we work? Individually? In groups?

-In groups of course, very good! 

-So we must get in two groups: A and B. A will measure their hand surface and B will measure their hand span.

-Ok H, use a Dipping Rhyme, we need two groups.So now we have two groups A & B. 

Instruct Ss to work with a partner and have them practice the following measuring procedure. They should then record their results on a chart. You may first want to demonstrate the proper procedure for measuring their hand surface & hand span.
-Now, let’s see what group A has to do. Children pay attention to what I’m saying. First, we will get in pairs, ok? Good.

-H, go over there and hang this paper (appendix_32) on the wall. We are going to keep a record of what we do.

-H hang this paper now (Handout_32), please.

-Let’s see what it says. First Place your hand on the grid. Second draw around it. Third count the squares your hand covers (do not count the very small parts of a square). Each square is 1 cm2. And finally write it down.

All the rest of the members in the group have to follow the same procedure.
Once finished Ss stick or staple their worksheets in their diary.

Activity 33: Measurements II

In this activity Ss use the recorded information in the different group charts to answer some questions in the worksheet (handout_33). Ss get in two groups (they have to be the same as in activities 26, 27 and 32). Ask questions similar to the following to compare the data collected:

-Have a look at the chart from group B! Iker’s hands are big, aren’t they? And what about Ane’s hands, are they bigger or smaller? How can you tell? That’s right, Iker’s hands are smaller! And what about Leire’s hands?

-John has got the biggest hands in group B.

-Ane is the tallest in group A.

Ss use photocopies of the different charts with recorded data about each group (Appendices 26_A, 26_B and 32) along with Handout_33 for Ss to complete it in small groups.

-Ok, now it’s your turn. Compare the figures in your group and fill in the worksheet.

-John has got the biggest hands in group B.

-Sara has got the shortest hands in group A.

- …

Each group reads the results to the whole class.

Activity 34: Song, ‘The exercise song’

Follow the guidelines in the Primary Document.

-We are going to sing a new song. It’s called ‘The exercise song’

-1st we have to form a circle, 2nd listen to the song and 3rd imitate the actions I do.

-So, H, ask them to get in a circle and copy the movements I do while listening to the song.

-H, give the start, please!

-Ready, steady, go!

-Did you pick up any words?

-This time, we are going to sing the song and dance, OK?

Activity 35: Corner work

In this activity Ss work in corners.

-What have you done in the different corners?

-I’ve read a book. It was about …

-We’ve listened to a story. It was about …

-We’ve played a game called …

-I’ve drawn a picture. It’s a …

-…

-What do you think of it?

-I think it was …

-What did you learn?

Activity 36: All About Me

Ss write a paragraph about themselves and then complete the folder ‘All About Me’ with ‘My Body’, ‘My Health Book’ and ‘This is Me’.

T tells Ss that they are going to write a description about themselves.

-We are going to write a description of ourselves.

T asks Ss what they think they can write. T/H write the sentences on the b/b at random.

-I want you to help me. Let’s see, what can we write about ourselves?

-Our names!! Ok, what else? Our age, if we are boys or girls, colour of eyes, what we are wearing…

T reminds Ss about the date recorded in part III.

-Can we use the information from the handouts worked in this part? Our height, weight, legs length…?

When they finish, T and Ss decide the order for the sentences to create a descriptive paragraph. This is written on the b/b.

-Now, we have to order these sentences. Let’s see…

-My name is …. . I’m ….. years old. I’m a …… . I’ve got ……. hair and …… eyes. I’m …….. cm tall and I weigh …….. kilos.

-…

Ss follow the guide on the b/b to write their own description in Handout 36.

-Now, it’s your turn. Write your own description. You can follow the guide on the b/b. You can stick a photograph or draw a picture on the other side. When you finish, cut out the frame and fold it. Write the title ‘This is Me’ on the cover. Then decorate it.

When Ss finish they have to collect the work done in the unit in a folder.

-You are going to collect the three productions ‘My Body’, ‘My Health Book’ and ‘This is Me’ in a folder. Write the title ‘All About Me’ and decorate it.
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
