	1- T elicits previous knowledge about the topic. T asks Ss what time it is, how they know it, who has got a watch, what time they start school, how they would know it is break time/lunch time/the school is over… without a watch/clock, which other ways they know to tell the time… 

2- T writes down Ss’ contributions to contrast them with new concepts to be learnt all along the unit.

3- Then T asks Ss what they think the unit is about and they discuss about the title ‘Exploring time’.

3- T presents the plan for Unit 2-PART I.

4- H (or T) writes down PART I plan on the Classroom Diary.

5- Ss copy the plan in their diaries.

	Storybook ‘Mouse Tells the Time’


	1- T shows the cover of the storybook and asks Ss if they can find the title of the book and the author. Ss make hypotheses about what the story is going to be about.

2- Ss sit comfortably in a circle and listen to the story. When finishing, Ss check their hypotheses.

3- T asks Ss if they’ve enjoyed the story or not and if they want to listen to it again. If so T retells the story trying to involve the Ss in the story telling.

4- H writes the names of the characters of the story on the b/b. Ss choose one of them for the performance.

· Head, bed, hen, pen, jet, step.
· Goes, no, so, toe, boat, rope, road, throat.

	1- Ss get in 5 groups.

2- T tells Ss that s/he is going to read the story again and that they will check comprehension. T/H sticks the headings horizontally  on a poster (Appendix_6A).

3- H hands out a set of cards per group (Appendix_6B). Each set has got four cards (each card belonging to a different episode), one per heading (WHO tells the time, HOW do they tell the time, PICTURE and WHAT time is it).

3- T retells the story stopping after each animal’s episode.

4- T and Ss recap the information contained in that episode.

5- Ss try to find those pieces of information in their cards and stick them on the poster.

6- After building up the chart with all the episodes on the poster, T and Ss make hypotheses and discuss about the better way to tell the time, which ones are real and which ones are fantasy and problems each method has.

7- H chooses a card (Appendix_6C) with the appropriate problem for each method or writes a statement on a card with T’s help.

NOTE: all cards and poster should be laminated in order to reuse them in corner work and/or class revision.
	T: helper, organize the class in groups, call the group leaders and give them a card  from each colour. Then stick this poster on the b/b. 

H: -get in groups of 3/4, please.

-Group leaders, please, come here.

-Here you are!

-Script of the story

-Which animal did the mouse ask here?

-Read your cards, please. Who’s got it?

-Me / I’ve got it / us / we’ve got it..

-Can you stick it in this square, please?

-If it’s light, it’s day. If it’s dark, it’s night. 

-In your opinion, which is the best way to tell the time?

-This one, the clock…

-Which ones do you think are real and we can use them, and which ones  are fantasy?

-We can use…

-Are shadows good to tell the time? Why? 

-When there’s no sun, we haven’t got shadows (see Language appendix).
