	1- T and Ss play a guessing game about what they learned in PART I. First T, and then H and/or any other S, picks up a card (pictures and characters from App. 6B – Part I) and says a statement or asks a question related to it (Twin Rabbits used them to tell the time. What are they? It’s got sand. What is it? It looks at the sky to tell the time. Who’s it? How did Mother Mouse tell the time?…).

2- Then they play Hangman (App. 10) for them to guess what PART II is going to be about (CLOCKS). Afterwards they talk a little about the topic before writing the plan.

Note: if  Ss do not know the alphabet yet, T will write it  down on the b/b while s/he reads the letters aloud and s/he will help Ss saying the letter they have chosen.

3- T presents the plan for Unit 2-PART II.

4- H (or T) writes down PART II plan on the Classroom Diary.

5- Ss copy the plan in their diaries.

Note: from now on, it is recommended to devote 5-10 minutes each session to practice how to tell the time in English (o’clock, half past, quarter past, quarter to).

	1- T uses reference book “First Time Book”, DK, to see different ways people came up with to measure time. T explains different types of simple clocks.

2- H gives out Handout_11A. T explains what they are going to do. The handout has pictures of different simple time measuring devices invented by people. T will read a brief description of each device and Ss will then order the pictures. The checking will be done on the b/b (Appendix_11A).

3- H gives out Handout_11B. Ss, in pairs/groups, read the descriptions of each device and place the correct picture from Handout_11A. The checking will be done on the b/b, and afterwards Ss stick the pictures and write the name of the device.

4- Ss cut out the frames in Handout_11B and, in pairs/groups, make hypotheses ordering them from Prehistoric Times to Modern Ages and see the ways people have measured time by the sun, the use of shadows, sandglasses, pendulums and batteries.

5- T and Ss check it on the b/b while interacting about the meaning of a timeline. T draws a river as an image of the timeline. The first part is narrow and represents long-time ago events. The closer they are to our times, the wider the river is. A bridge will represent Christ’s birth. T and Ss stick the pictures and time markers along the river.

6- Ss, in groups make up their own timeline using either the pictures and text from Handout_11B or drawing their own pictures and writing time markers for each period.

Note: dates after Christ’s birth could also be shown as they could be easier to be understood at this age.
	1- Do you remember the story ‘Mouse Tells the Time’?

	1- T introduces the activity to Ss. In groups, they have to design and make an analogical clock. Before starting the design, make children think about the parts of the clock and the possible material they can use to make it.

2- H hands out a sheet of paper per group to design the clock. Each group will have to discuss about how the clock will be like, make a drawing of it and write the list of materials they need to make it.

3- In the following sessions, and once the design is done, each group starts making their own clock manipulating the materials they have brought.

4- T moves around asking questions, helping when necessary and     making sure that all Ss take part in the activity.

5- This activity is linked to activity 18, where Ss will present their clocks and organize a clock exhibition (see act. 18).

Note: at the end of the designing session, remind Ss to bring the material needed to make the clock.

	1- T shows Ss how different devices to measure time work (stopwatch, hourglass, timer, digital watch, …).

2- Ss will do some tasks to handle those devices, measuring time while doing different actions.

Note: choose any of the tasks or assign them to each group.

· Task 1: What can I do in 5 seconds?
-T and Ss talk about Handout_14A.

-Ss work in pairs. One does the action while the other counts how many times s/he does it in 5 seconds. Actions: clap my hands, snap my fingers, say my name, write my name.

*Option A: T (or a S) controls time for the whole class with a stopwatch / a timer / a digital watch. S/he says ‘ready, steady, go!’ and after 5 seconds s/he says ‘stop’. 

*Option B: In groups of three, two Ss do the action while the third one handles the stopwatch / digital watch…. They take it in turns for each action, so that every S can work with the stopwatch…

-Ss write the results on Handout_14A.

· Task 2: How long does it take?
-T and Ss talk about Handout_14B.

-Ss work in pairs. They make hypotheses about the time it will take for them to do different actions. One measures the time while the other does the action. Then they swap places.

*Option A: (PE Actions) run along the playground, jump/+

skip the rope 10 times, bounce the ball 10 times… 

*Option B: (Classroom actions) write my name, count in 5s up to 60, sing the song ‘Stand Up, Sit Down’, draw a picture, spell my name ...  
-Ss write the results on handout_14B.

3- Ss report and show best records.

	1- This activity consists of two different games for Ss to practise how to tell the time (o’clock, quarter past, half past, quarter to) in a funny way.

· Chinese Whispers (in the classroom)
-Ss are all sitting down on the floor forming a circle.

-H/S sets a time on a clock (o’clock, quarter past, half past or quarter past) (Appendix_16) and without showing it to anybody, whispers the time shown on it to the next S.

-This S whispers it to the next S and so on until the last S is reached.

-This last S must say the time aloud while H shows the clock to the group.

-Ss check the time.

-Play again.

· What’s the time ‘Mr Wolf’? (open space)
-H sets a time on a clock (o’clock, quarter past, half past or quarter to).
-One S is Mr Wolf. Mr Wolf walks slowly.

-The other Ss walk slowly behind Mr Wolf and shout “What’s the time, Mr Wolf?”

-When Mr Wolf says the time s/he fancies (turning around quickly), Ss freeze. The ones who move are out of the game. Mr Wolf walks slowly again until Ss shout the question again.

-When Mr Wolf says the time shown on the clock (turning around quickly), Ss have to run away while s/he chases them. The S caught will be the next Mr Wolf.
