	1- T asks Ss to sing the song ‘It’s time to go to school’ with all the additional stanzas they’ve been including in previous Parts. T explains that if they do an action every day that is a daily routine. After finishing each stanza, T asks Ss if the action is something they do every day. H writes on the b/b the daily routines in one column and occasional actions in another column.

2- H asks Ss about other actions they do during the day/week and fills in the columns.

3- T presents the plan for Unit 2-PART III.

4- H (or T) writes down PART II plan on the Classroom Diary.

5- Ss copy the plan in their diaries.


	-Well children, we are going to sing the song ‘It’s time to go to school’ with all the stanzas we know. When we say it’s time to go to school, do we go to school every day? 

-Yes, No. Not on Saturdays and Sundays. 

-We go from Monday to Friday and we don’t go on weekends. That’s a daily routine because we do it almost every day. 

-What about having lunch? Do we have lunch every day? Yes? That’s a daily routine. 

-H please write ‘go to school’ and ‘have lunch’ in the Daily Routines column. What about riding a bike?

-No? H please write ‘ride a bike’ in the Occasional Actions column.

-What else do you do during the day?

-We watch TV.

-Does everybody watch TV every day? Is that a daily routine?

	1- T shows the cover of the storybook and asks Ss if they can find the title of the book and the author. Ss make hypotheses about what the story is going to be about.

2- Ss sit comfortably in a circle and listen to the story. When finishing, Ss check their hypotheses.

3- T asks Ss if they’ve enjoyed the story or not and if they want to listen to it again. If so T retells the story trying to involve the Ss in the story telling.

	1-T and Ss review everyday actions: “What do you do at night?” (sleep). “And during the day?” T or H writes the answers on the b/b (make sure that you get: sleep, have breakfast/lunch/dinner, go to school, have a shower/bath, play, watch TV, do homework).

2- T and Ss agree about a colour key for these actions, e.g: sleep = purple / go to school = red / etc.

3- T pins up an A3 copy of Handout-23A and asks for the names of the days of the week. T writes them in the corresponding boxes and explains that we are going to make our colour timetable.

4- T and H interact about T’s daily routines and H fills in Handout_23A (A3) with the information given.

5- H gives each S a copy of Handout_23A. Ss fill it in and, afterwards, they interact in pairs.

6- When they finish, T and Ss calculate how long they spend on daily activities. T asks ‘How many hours a day do I sleep?’ Ss look for the information in T’s chart and H writes the answer.

7- In pairs, Ss ask each other similar questions about their daily routines.

8- Then T asks ‘How many hours a week do I sleep?’ and shows the procedure to calculate the weekly amount of time (addition, multiplication).

9- In pairs, Ss ask each other similar questions about their weekly routines.

10- Individually, Ss record their data in Handout_23B. They walk around and share their results in small groups.

11- Ss make a Chinese Lantern following an instructive text (Appendix_23).

	1- T and Ss talk a little about what they usually do on a given day, and what they would like to do instead (they could use their lanterns from activity 23, so that they can review daily routines). T tells Ss that they are going to make a booklet with some of their choices. Ss brainstorm some possible titles for their booklet. T can also propose one (‘My Ideal Day’) after a while. 

2- T shows her/his own booklet already done in A3 size. S/he can tell Ss of different actions s/he would like to do in her/his ideal day and invites Ss to make their own booklet.

Option A:

Ss make an open booklet or a poster (A4 or A3) about their ideal day.

Option B:
-H gives out the booklet already stapled (Handout_26).

-Ss draw the corresponding hands on the clocks to represent the concepts ‘in the morning’, ‘in the afternoon’ and ‘in the evening’.

-Ss choose two actions they would like to do during each period of time (morning, afternoon, evening), write a suitable text for each action, such as I’d like to play football at…, and draw a picture.

-Ss draw a clock face with the corresponding time for each action.

-Ss finish decorating the cover and the back of ‘My Ideal Day’.

-Possible expressions for the back: ‘It’s cool!’, ‘I love it!’, ‘Fantastic!’, ‘What fun!’, …

-Ss walk around interacting with different peers in pairs while exchanging information about what they would like to do at different times. T will give them 5 minutes for each exchange and then will say ‘change pair’.

-H, please, give them the material for their booklet.

-Ready? Can you see this dotted line? Right, fold this paper by the dotted line…

(follow instructions from Language Appendix)
-Let’s draw the clock  hands here. Morning goes from… to …. From twelve o’clock  we call it afternoon…

-Excellent! How cute! I love your clock. What time is it?

-It’s half past ten…

-And what would you like to do at that time?

-I’d like  to …

-Hi, can I see your booklet, please?

-What would you like to do here? I / You’d like to play football, me too! When? And When would you like to …?

-Thank you. Bye! See you!
