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World Map











1- T explains Ss that the map is the graphic representation of the Earth on a plan.





2- Ss, in groups, are given a blank map and a set of labels (� HYPERLINK "HANDOUT_3.doc" ��Handout_3�). They make hypotheses about where to place the written labels (continents and oceans).





3- Ss check their hypotheses on the classroom World Map or � HYPERLINK "APPENDIX_3.doc" ��Appendix_3�, and then they stick the labels.





4- They choose three to five places and locate them on their maps. They can also colour oceans, seas and continents.








5- When finishing each group sticks their map on the wall and moves around observing their peers’ productions. A speaker from each group explains the rest of Ss the reasons why they have chosen a specific place for their world maps.
