	1- T elicits previous knowledge about the topic. T asks Ss if there is any student from a different country in their classroom and/or in the school. T shows “Children just like me” (P1-U2) and T and Ss talk about the pictures. T asks if they know where those countries are in the world, in which continent.

2- T shows Ss a globe and elicits information about it.

3- Then T asks Ss what they think the unit is about and they discuss the title ‘Famous Children’.

4- T presents the plan for Unit 3-PART I.

5- H (or T) writes down PART I plan on the Classroom Diary.

6- Ss copy the plan in their diaries.

-It’s advisable to continue using spelling games along this unit.

-Remember to have Games of the World (Appendix 1) available to play whenever it’s possible.

	1-T proposes Ss to play a game: ‘Say It and Find It’.

2- T  throws up the globe and says a place name. H catches the globe and points to that place. If s/he doesn’t know where to locate it, s/he can ask for help. 

3- Then H throws up the globe while saying another place. The S who catches it tries to locate it, asking for help when needed.

4- Meanwhile T writes the names of those places on the b/b (it doesn’t matter if Ss say names that don’t belong to any of these categories: continents/countries/oceans/seas).

5- Once all the Ss have a go at the game T stops it. Then T asks Ss in small groups to sort out those places the way they want to. Each group presents their classifications.

6- Then T introduces a geographical classification of those places  (b/b, poster…): continents / countries / cities / mountains / oceans / seas / … .

7- T presents Appendix_2 and completes it eliciting the geographical term from the Ss.

8- Finally H gives out Handout_2 and Ss, individually, have to complete it (they can also write or underline land in brown and water in blue).

	1- T explains Ss that the map is the graphic representation of the Earth on a plan.

2- Ss, in groups, are given a blank map and a set of labels (Handout_3). They make hypotheses about where to place the written labels (continents and oceans).

3- Ss check their hypotheses on the classroom World Map or Appendix_3, and then they stick the labels.

4- They choose three to five places and locate them on their maps. They can also colour oceans, seas and continents.

5- When finishing each group sticks their map on the wall and moves around observing their peers’ productions. A speaker from each group explains the rest of Ss the reasons why they have chosen a specific place for their world maps.


	-Look, this is a map. It has the same information as the globe but that information  is represented on a big piece of paper.

-Now you are going to complete your own maps. In groups of 4 you have to decide where to put these labels. When you finish, check your hypotheses on the World Map.

-Add three, four or five places you like to your maps  and colour oceans, seas and continents.

-Now make a small presentation of your maps: This is our map. This is Africa, this is …. We have included Sopela because we go there in summer, Donostia because we like it very much and Basauri because we live here.

-Now stick all your maps on the wall, please.

	1- Ss in groups receive a set of copies of the continents (Handout_5).

2- T asks Ss to colour them, check the shapes on the globe or world map and write their names.

3- Ss cut out the different continents and then stick them on the blue balloon to build an Earth globe.

4- They also write the names of the oceans on the balloons to complete the globe.

5- All the globes will be hung for other Ss to see them.

	1- T elicits previous knowledge about the Olympic Games from Ss. The idea is to talk about the Olympic flag and the colours of its rings.

2- T explains that each colour belongs to one continent and leave Ss, in pairs or small groups, some time to make hypotheses about which colour is related to each continent.

3- T/H asks Ss about their hypotheses and shows them an Olympic flag (Appendix_8). Then s/he reads a text aloud to check their hypotheses:

There are five continents: Africa, America, Asia, Australasia and Europe. The flag of the Olympic Games has five circles. Each circle represents a continent and it has got a different colour: black for Africa, red for America, yellow for Asia, green for Australasia, blue for Europe. The white background symbolises peace.

4- Ss draw the Olympic flag and copy this text in their notebooks.

5- As a follow up/self-assessment activity, Ss could complete Handout_3 (A4 size), individually, colouring the continents according to the Olympic flag. Then they stick it in their notebooks.


	-Look at this flag. What do you know about it? What is it about? Very good. It’s the Olympic flag.

-What about the Olympic Games? Yes, they consist of athletic games, races… Athletes, players from all over the world participate and they are held every four years in a different country.

-What do these rings mean? I’ll tell you something. Each colour represents a continent. What do you think? Which colour belongs to each continent? Make your own hypotheses.

-Now, listen to me. We’ll check your hypotheses. How many did you guess correctly? Good. 

-Would you like to have all that information in your notebooks? You can draw the Olympic flag and copy the text.
