	T’s booklet

A3 pieces of paper

A thread or an envelope


	1- T tells Ss they are going to make their own booklet and S/he shows them hers/his.  

2- T retells the story using her/his own booklet.

3- H gives out Handout_15 (photocopied in A3) and one blank  A3 per S. Ss are told to fold the two pieces of paper and to staple them on the left side. Then, they have to cut them out following the dotted line. Ss are also given Beatrice’s figure for them to fold it, paste it and cut it out. They will either hang her with a thread or keep her in an envelope pasted on the back of the booklet as a pocket.

3- T reminds them of the characters in the story. T tells them that they can choose the characters they want to, except for the initial and the final ones.

4- Ss have to complete their own booklets with the pictures of the characters they chose and write the corresponding parts of speech. (Ss are expected to use the dialogues learnt for the performance).


	-Look! I’ve made my own booklet about the story ‘Beautiful Bananas’.

-Do you like it? Would you like to have one of your own?

-Let’s retell the story using my booklet. Meanwhile we will  play a guessing game because you have to tell me what I’ve changed  in my story.

-The lion’s missing!!!

-Well done, Mikel!

-And the parrot didn’t drop the mangoes!!

-Good guess, my dear! You’re a quick thinker.

-Who dropped the mangoes?

-That’s it. The lion dropped them. So, what did the parrot do?

-He took the lion’s whisker!

-Great! -Good memory, indeed!.

-Now you are going to make your own booklet. H, please, give them out one of these photocopies and a blank A3 paper. 

-Fold both papers. Put them together. Like this.

-Now we have to staple them. Here. On the left side. 

-So what d’ you think we have to do with them now?

-Cut them out! 

-Good…!

-Look, how many characters did we have in the story?

-Beatrice, mum, the giraffe, the bees…and granddad. That makes…9.

-And how many pages have we got inside our booklet?  6, right. So you can’t draw all the characters in the story… What can we do then?

-That’s it. You have to choose some of them. But, be careful. You have to keep Beatrice, mum and granddad.

-And you have to make little changes in the story. Do you remember what I did with mangoes and the parrot? If I don’t use the lion, I can’t put the whiskers here.

-You have to write here what your characters say. Remember what you used for the performance.
