	Storybook ‘The Drop Goes Plop’’
	1- T shows the cover of the storybook and asks Ss if they can find the title of the book and the author. Ss make hypotheses about what the story is going to be about and T collects them on the b/b or on an A3 piece of paper.

2- Ss sit comfortably in a circle and listen to the story. Once they have finished, Ss check their hypotheses.

3- T asks Ss to listen to it again but this time T asks Ss to foresee next pages by asking questions.

4- H writes the names of the characters of the story on the b/b. Ss choose one of them for the performance.

	1- T tells the story again.

2- Ss rehearse the story (see dramatizing hints) using the performance script (Handout_4). They will decide when to perform the role by heart.

3- T can hand out a tape with the performance script recorded so that the Ss can work on it at home.

4- T negotiates with other class teachers about when and where the performance will take place.

5- A group of Ss work on the programme to be developed for the performance. They can make an invitation poster, bring it to the guest class and hang it on the wall (optionally it can be read in front of the class).

Note: 

-The invitation poster can be developed in the corners session, while other groups work on the different props needed for the performance.

	1- T interacts with the Ss asking them about the water cycle. S/he writes sentences on the b/b (see Appendix 7A).

2- S/he asks Ss to make ‘The Water Cycle’ booklet:

a- by drawing pictures on their own and writing some sentences.

b- giving out Handout_7A for Ss to complete it following the instructions given.

3- Ss, in pairs, present their different productions to each other.

4- T produces Appendix 7 and completes it with H and Ss help (this can be done as step 1 or as a checking activity).

5- As a follow up activity (or corner work/assessment) T offers ‘The Water Cycle Wheel’ (Handout_7B). Ss follow the instructions given to make their own wheel.
