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Presenting Reports








1- Each group will present their experiment to the rest of the class using their handouts and materials.





2- The group decides who is going to present what. They can take into account the following sections: name of the experiment, objective, material used, process, results, conclusion.





3- T & Ss carry out several activities to familiarize Ss with the text they have to produce in their oral presentation (as suggested in � HYPERLINK "APPENDIX_16.doc" ��Appendix_16�).





3- They rehearse the presentation (as they do with performances) paying attention to gestures, introduction, ending…





3- When presenting their report each group can also have at hand the material they used for the experiment while they describe the process, so that they can support their own oral production and their peers’ understanding.





4- All the handouts are collected to make a ‘Water Experiments’ booklet for each S.
