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Song: ‘A Sailor Went to Sea’








1- Ss listen to the song and T asks them if they recognise any word. Ss say words. H writes them down on b/b.





2- T asks Ss what other words they can identify, although they cannot understand them, and how they would write them.





3- T writes key words on b/b. Ss in groups try to guess the meaning of the song.





4- T and Ss stand up and listen to the song.





5- T encourages Ss to propose movements for each verse.





6- Ss sing the song several times, each time leaving off one of the key words, just doing the agreed gesture.
