2- T asks Ss what other words they can identify, although they cannot understand them, and how they would write them.

3- T writes key words on b/b. Ss in groups try to guess the meaning of the song.

4- T and Ss stand up and listen to the song.

5- T encourages Ss to propose movements for each verse.

6- Ss sing the song several times, each time leaving off one of the key words, just doing the agreed gesture.

2- T tells Ss that rivers are represented in maps with blue lines.

3- Ss in groups think of symbols to represent other water features. They draw them in their diaries and write the names of the things they represent. Next, they share ideas, drawing their symbols on b/b.

4- Ss use their maps and atlases and try to find the different geographical symbols of water. They share findings by giving instructions to H.

5- H writes the different water symbols on b/b.

6- Ss record symbols and names of water features in their diaries.

	1- With the help of atlases, maps and encyclopaedias, the students will have to locate rivers, seas, lakes, waterfalls, dams… Each group will deal with only one or two of the features mentioned above and search all continents. They will collect this information in their notebooks. They can also use blank political maps (Handout_22).

2- While collecting and writing down the information, group representatives draw and label the elements they found on the blank map of the world (they should try to respect proportions).

3- Ss will collect information about the world rivers, oceans, ... in their notebooks.

Example:

Important rivers in Africa: Nile, Congo…

Important lakes in America: Titicaca, Maracaibo…
4- Ss choose one or two rivers / lakes / canyons, etc. and search for interesting information about them in atlases, encyclopaedias or dossier (Appendix 22A).

5- They will make a poster with those relevant pieces of information. Ss may use questions and language patterns to produce the texts for the poster (Appendix 22B)

	1- Each group presents what they learnt to the rest of the class, using the big map and poster.

2- Procedure:

-The group rehearses the presentation:

-They assign pieces of information.

-They ask the teacher how to pronounce the words they are not sure of

-Each S says at least one sentence.

-They may read from their texts or learn sentences but always clearly and loudly.

-They should use gestures, pointing to pictures, etc. (T may asks them to use at least one non-verbal resource, to foster awareness on this resource).

-Audience has a task, e.g. They have to identify a “lie” introduced by the speaker group on purpose, carry out a “true-false” exercise prepared by speakers…
