Introduction and description


The contents presented in this unit are related to families and everyday life in recent history. It focuses on the idea of family diversity and the differences between the kind of world the children’s parents and grandparents knew when young and the one we have today.

This unit has three main sequences of activities: All Kinds of Families, My Family Tree, Now and Then. 

It also contains extra reading activities, songs, games, ideas for learning stations…

Furthermore, some suggestions to supplement this unit are stated in this introduction.

Parts of the Unit


Part I: All Kinds of Families

This sequence includes reading activities and a performance based on “All Kinds of Families” book (Fact Finders, OUP). It aims to help Ss become aware of the diversity of family compositions we can find in our society, while developing reading strategies.

Part II: My Family Tree

In this part the Ss are proposed to start building their own family scrapbooks and collect in it a series of pictures and texts related to some people in their families.

Part III: Now and Then

The Ss will carry out a survey among some members of their families (parents and grandparents’ generations), they will translate, organize and report on the data collected. It aims to show some differences between everyday life nowadays and in the last century.

	1.4.

Assessment and Evaluation


There are several tools designed to help teachers assess their work and to evaluate Ss’ progress.

Chart 2 (page 7) shows hints for Ss’ evaluation: what, how, and when to evaluate, as well as which tool can be for the purpose.

Chart 3 (page 8) is a very useful tool, where the routines followed by each student throughout the unit can be recorded.

Each part has its own evaluation chart to record language, content and attitudinal objectives that each S has achieved.

It is highly recommended to use these tools systematically, every day, every week or/and every fortnight, so that the information that teachers need to evaluate his or her Ss can be recorded properly to ensure reliability.

The T tells a story to introduce the topic. T and Ss outline the plan for the whole term and set Part I planning.

Ss write the song they sang in the last part of Unit 1 in their Sing & Say book.

General Activities


	3.1.

Reading


The main reading activities in this unit are the following:

· All Kinds of Families (Fact Finders, OUP) and drama script (main reading skill: thorough reading to understand a text and reading out).

· Other titles in the Fact Finders collection: When Gran Was a Child, I Came to Britain from Jamaica, I Live in France, Getting Ready for Eid, Christian Family Festivals, When Grandad Was at School (main reading skill: general understanding).

	3.2.

Diary


As it was stated in the introduction to Unit 1: Water II, two types of diaries are still proposed: a classroom diary and individual notebooks where each S will keep a series of drafts, texts, planning and evaluation activities, comments on preferences, likes and dislikes, self-assessment, new vocabulary…

As in previous years, at the end of every unit the contents of the diary can be discussed and revision can be done in group either using the classroom diary or the individual ones.

	3.3.

Sing & Say


Songs

Singing along well-known songs (or easier lyrics with popular tunes) is good practice to exercise reading speed, identification of written and oral forms of words, comprehension of general meaning of texts and pronunciation.

As it was proposed in P3, Ss will keep a record of songs by building their individual Sing & Say books. The procedure is the following:

· Ss learn a song (or part of it) by heart.

· They are asked to write a verse (or more) as they think it should be written.

· They copy, stick or just look up the lyrics and check their original text with the correct one.

We propose to work on the following songs:

· A chant for children: “Family Album Chant” (Longman Children’s Dictionary)

· A song for children: “There’s a Monkey Sitting in my Family Tree”.

· A popular song related to time and relatives: “My Grandfather’s Clock”.

· Modern songs that have been hits in the last decades. “Everyone” by the Backstreet Boys contains some words related to family and can be used as an alternative to children’s songs.

· Let’s Twist Again. Chubby Checker

· The Twist. Chubby Checker.

· Barbie Girl. Aqua.

· Wannabe. Spice Girls.

· We Will Rock You. Queen.

· Rivers of Babylon. Boney M.

· Everybody. Backstreet Boys.

· Born in the USA. Bruce Springsteen.

· 2-4-6-8 Motorway. Tom Robinson.

· Ground Zero. Elliott Murphy

· Cotton-Eye Joe. Rednex.

· Agadoo. The Chart of the Flops.

· The Banana Boat Song. Harry Belafonte.

· Doodah. Cartoons.

· The Locomotion Song. Atomic Kitten.

· Superman.

· Witch Doctor. Cartoons.

· Jump in the Line. Harry Belafonte.

· Qué será, será. Doris Day.

Pronunciation awareness

T and Ss will work on pronunciation. T will write words taken from the lyrics of the song and invite Ss to pronounce them. Then T will write some other words which have the same sound so that Ss should try and transfer the sounds from the previous words to the new ones.

Rhymes & Tongue Twisters

Nursery rhymes and tongue twisters are good for practising memory, intonation and pronunciation.

Ss will learn and practise a tongue-twister. It helps children develop greater phonemic awareness in fun, meaningful ways, to achieve the full effect of a tongue twister Ss should try to repeat it several times, as quickly as possible, without stumbling or mispronouncing.

	3.4.

Corners


Corner work promotes learner autonomy because Ss can choose the activities they prefer and work at their own pace and, at the same time it fosters cooperative learning since some of those activities must be done in pairs or in groups. In this unit some sessions are devoted to do corner work. T will decide which corners will be organized according to the materials and the facilities available in the school: computer corner, craft corner, reading corner, listening corner, board games corner, pending tasks corner (see the Document for English Language in Primary Education).

	3.5.

Games


These are some ideas of simple games that can be used as warmers or round-off activities. Their aim is to help the teacher introduce the tasks, draw the Ss’ attention before dealing with one of the main activities proposed for the unit, or just give an end to the lesson in a whole group fun activity.

1. “MY GRANDMOTHER HAD A PARTY”

The players sit in a circle or semicircle and a sentence chain is started in this way:

S1: “My grandmother had a party and invited Uncle Peter”.

S2: “My grandmother had a party and invited Uncle Peter and Cousin Rose”.

S3: “My grandmother had a party and invited Uncle Peter, Cousin Rose and Sister Mary”

New family members are added until some student can’t remember everything and a new “party” is commented.

2. “FRUIT SALAD”

Ss are sitting in a circle. The T assigns one of five family categories to each child. (e.g. father, mother, uncle, cousin, aunt). Then, the T or some S calls out one, two, three, four or all the categories in the following way:

T: “I want my mother, uncle and aunt to come home”

The children who belong to the mentioned groups stand up and try to sit in a different chair from the one they had.

3. “FATHER JOHNNY IS COMING TO STAY”

Four or five volunteers stand in front of the rest of the class. Example of dialogue:

S1: “Father Johnny (or Mother Maggie/Uncle Jimmy...) is coming to stay”.

S2: “What is he like?”

S1: “He’s got a mouth like this” (twisting mouth in an amusing way).

S2: (Turning to S3) “What is he like?”

S3: “He’s got a mouth like this (repeating gesture) and a nose like this (adding a new amusing gesture)”

The players try to make the others smile by making funny faces, but the ones who smile or laugh are out and new players join the game.

4. “WHO IS WHO”
All the children stand in a circle. One player thinks of a person in the group. The other players ask him or her questions like this:

S1: ”Is it a girl?”

S2: “No, he is a boy” (all the girls sit down).

S3: “Has he got blue eyes?”

S2: “Yes, he has” (all the boys with brown or green eyes sit down).

The game ends when only a person is left and S2 admits that he or she was the one S2 thought of.

Excerpts from some feature films can be used for motivation and oral understanding. Suggestions:

History documentaries can also be very useful to illustrate some key moments in the History of the 20th century.

	3.7.

ICT (Information and Communication Technologies)


Some suggestions to integrate ICT in this unit:

1. CD-ROM. Children’s encyclopaedias and other educational software can be useful to get information and work on language.

2. World Wide Web. Ss may find information and pictures on the Internet, as well as play some on-line games; some interesting websites are mentioned in the “Useful Web Sites” section of this document.

The Unit Mind Map will intends to give the Ss an overview of what they have been doing. It will hold information in a format that Ss will find easy to remember and quick to review. The Unit Mind Map can commence being done with the evaluation of Part I and finish at the end of the unit or as a revision of the different activities that have been carried out.
Procedure:

· Start from the centre of the page and work out.

· Make the centre a clear and strong visual image that depicts the general theme of the map.

· Create sub-centres for sub-themes.

· Use arrows, icons or other visual aids to show links between different elements.

· Remember that anything that stands out on the page will stand out in Ss’ mind.
