	1- T elicits previous knowledge about the topic, focusing on vocabulary.

2-T shows the cover of the storybook and asks Ss if they can find the title of the book and the author. Ss make hypotheses about what the story is going to be about and T collects them on the b/b or on an A3 piece of paper.

3- Ss sit comfortably in a circle and listen to the story. Once they have finished, Ss check their hypotheses.

4- T presents the plan for Unit 1-PART I.

5- H (or T) writes down PART I plan on the Classroom Diary.

6- Ss copy the plan in their diaries.

	Fact Finders ‘All Kinds of Families’’

1 copy of the book per pair.
	1- T makes sure all Ss have a book, or a copy of the book, (two Ss may share the same book or copy).

2- T asks questions about the title, the writer and the organisation of the book. T reminds Ss to look at the pictures to help comprehension.

3- Ss read the 1st chapter in silence. When they finish, T asks about already known vocabulary.

4- T reads the text aloud to establish sight-sound correspondence while Ss follow in their books.

5- T explains difficult words referring to pictures and/or using mime and gestures (T only uses translation as the last resort).
6- Second reading: Step 4 is repeated (this time T and Ss) to familiarize Ss with the new language in both its spoken and written forms.

7- Repeat the same procedure with the rest of the chapters.

8- T asks Ss to listen to it again but this time T asks Ss to foresee next pages by asking questions.

9- H writes the names of the different families from the book on the b/b. T and Ss extract the characters for each family.

10- Ss get in groups, each group chooses a family for the performance.

4- Each group presents the mind map to the rest of the class.

5- If necessary, Handout_4 is available for those Ss who need a more guided pattern.

	1- T reads the book again.

2- Ss rehearse the sketches (see dramatizing hints) using the performance script (Handout_6). They will decide when to perform the role by heart.

3- T can hand out a tape with the performance script recorded so that the Ss can work on it at home.

4- T negotiates with other class teachers about when and where the performance will take place.

5- A group of Ss work on the programme to be developed for the performance. They can make an invitation poster, take it to the invited class and hang it on the wall (optionally it can be read in front of the class).

Note: 

-The invitation poster can be developed in the corners session, while other groups work on the different props needed for the performance.
