	1- T places some pictures of everyday objects on the blackboard and asks Ss what they show and what these things are used for. 

2- Ss in groups sort them out in two groups: things that were used when their “grandmas” were children, things that are used nowadays. Finally, each student writes down in his or her notebook the names that correspond to each section.

3- Ss play pelmanism to practise vocabulary.

4- T presents the plan for Unit 1-PART III.

5- H (or T) writes down PART III plan on the Classroom Diary.

6- Ss copy the plan in their diaries.

7- T hands out a questionnaire for Ss. They check understanding and fill it in.

8. T hands out questionnaires for the children to collect data at home and bring them back to the classroom on an agreed date.

The questionnaires can be introduced in different ways:

1- Option A: T elicits info/questions Ss would like to ask their families and they include them in the Q. Children decide which topics they want to ask about (free time, school, toys…)

Option B: They read together the questions and talk about them.

2- Ss take the Q home to collect data about their relatives’ childhood.

-What do you have for breakfast? What do we use for washing clothes?…
