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Classification: Famous Buildings Album





1- The class is divided in six groups. Each group is assigned a series of buildings (one of the sets in � HYPERLINK "Handout_2.doc" ��Handout_2�). They listen to the � HYPERLINK "../AUDIO%20FILES%20cd1/Track01.mp3" ��recording of names of buildings� and match numbers, names and pictures. Once they have got their corresponding information, they have to place flashcards (� HYPERLINK "Appendix_1B.doc" ��Appendix_1B�) on a large world map. The whole class checks the activity by listening to the recording again.





2- T explains the kind of picture card collection they are going to complete as well as the process for creating the album and getting the cards (� HYPERLINK "Appendix_2.doc" ��Appendix_2�).





3- T and Ss think of different possibilities for displaying the buildings (according to date of construction, continent, etc.) and choose one type of classification.





4- Ss decide what buildings, at least one, they’re going to write about and jot down their names in their diaries.








5- Ss design their albums.
