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Planning Our Route  








1- T asks Ss to plan their own route around the world.





2- Ss choose, in small groups, some famous buildings they would like to visit. Ss have to include at least one building from each continent (they could also include buildings from countries they have visited or they come from).





2- Then they mark on a blank map (� HYPERLINK "Handout_13A.doc" ��Handout_13A�) the place where those buildings are and draw the route they would follow.





3- They fill in a checklist with at least the name of the building, the city/town name, the country and continent and the means of transport to be used (� HYPERLINK "Handout_13B.doc" ��Handout_13B�). Afterwards they can include information about what they would eat, what currency they would need, what they would buy, what clothes they would take with them, where they would stay…. Ss could use atlases, reference books or even the Internet to help them.





4- T can help them with the language scaffolding provided in � HYPERLINK "Appendix_13.doc" ��Appendix_13�.
