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Song


‘Humpty Dumpty’





1- Ss � HYPERLINK "..\\AUDIO FILES cd1\\Track10.mp3" ��listen to the song� and T asks them if they recognize any word. Ss say words. H writes them down on b/b.





2- T asks Ss what other words they can identify, although they cannot understand them, and how they would write them.





3- T writes key words of first verse on b/b. Ss in groups try to guess the meaning of the song.





4- T and Ss listen to the song again and follow text with lyrics (� HYPERLINK "HANDOUT_20.doc" ��Handout_20�).





5- T and Ss talk about the origin of this rhyme (� HYPERLINK "APPENDIX_20.doc" ��Appendix_20�) and they comment on any famous wall they know. Then they recall several facts about the Great Wall in China (� HYPERLINK "..\\P4U3PI\\Appendix_1A.doc" ��Appendix_1A�).





6- Ss cut out and colour their finger puppet Humpty Dumpty to act the rhyme out while singing it (� HYPERLINK "HANDOUT_20.doc" ��Handout_20�).





7- Some Ss, in pairs, could go to younger children’s classrooms to perform and teach this rhyme.








Alternative: � HYPERLINK "..\\AUDIO FILES cd1\\Track11.mp3" ��‘Where’s the Parthenon�?’ (P4U3 audio CD) or any other song such as the popular ones suggested in the introduction to P4 Unit 2, My Family Tree, can be used instead of ‘Humpty Dumpty’.
