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Exhibition


‘Famous Buildings’





1- T explains that they are going to organize an exhibition open to other classes. S/he proposes the following procedure:


Ss in pairs are assigned one or two buildings.


They may use flashcards, maps, pictures, texts, models, posters, realia… to organize a stand.


They should prepare a text in English and Basque similar to the one they wrote for their “special” buildings in the picture card album.


They rehearse the text.

2- T arranges visits to the exhibition with other class Ts (the visits could take about 20’).





3- On the day of the open exhibition, Ss who act as guides wear same colour clothes and something that makes them stand out (such as cardboard ties or identification cards like the ones suggested in Handout_25. Ss from the other classes are divided in small groups and go from one stand to other listening to the explanations.





4- Ss could also set other sections they could find at a museum (the shop…).
