	1.1.

Introduction and description


The activities presented in this unit focus on the study of weather and climate. It is structured in three sequences of activities: Weather Forecast (an introduction to measuring and representing weather); Climate (a first approach to graph interpretation and types of climates) and Weather in Art (activities linked to art and drama).

The unit also includes ideas for supplementary activities, work at learning centres, assessment and bibliography. Regarding the use of ICT, some activities may be carried out either using computers or without them, depending on the availability of these resources in different school and class situations.

These are the main cross-curricular contents of the unit:

MATHS

· Ss interpret and represent quantities in bar graphs.

· Ss make and use some measuring devices.

GEOGRAPHY

· Ss interpret maps with information about weather.

· Ss learn about types of climates and their main characteristics.

· Ss find out information about the climate, weather, location… of some places around the world.

ART

· Ss observe weather features in paintings.

· Ss produce their own version of a particular painting in a weather setting different from the one in the original artwork.

LITERATURE

· Poetry: Ss create short poems with the aid of language patterns.
· Drama: ‘The Weather Machine’. Ss produce short dialogues for a script and memorize and perform a dramatic text.

· Songs: ‘The Weather Song’, ‘Rain, Rain, Rain, Beautiful Rain’, ….
Work on some specifically linguistic contents has been included in this first unit of Primary 5. The idea is to offer some activities directly aimed to develop a certain degree of awareness on the functioning of English language in contrast with the Ss’ environmental languages throughout the units of the last two years of Primary Education. Although ‘reflection on language’ in L3 is not compulsory yet at this stage, direct work on some basic grammar, spelling and pronunciation issues can help many Ss to assimilate the new language more easily.

The approach adopted is basically deductive in the presentation of the concepts and always contextualised and integrated in the communicative language used in the sequences.

Thus, in this unit, the following linguistic concepts are proposed:

· Future tense when predicting weather.
· Comparatives and superlatives.
· Pronunciation awareness: weather, snow, showers, rain, thunder, sunny, wind.
· Weather vocabulary: weather, climate, temperature, rain, house & houses....

Summary of activities


	2.1.

Part I: Weather Forecast


Act. 1: Planning

T presents the unit by eliciting previous knowledge about weather and climate. Then Ss write down the planning of PART I and their learning objectives.

Act. 2: My Songs: ‘The Weather’

Ss listen to the song and fill in some gaps. Later they sing the song.
Act. 3: Weather forecasts: ‘Symbols and language’

Ss analyse weather forecasts in mass media and infer meaning of symbols and language used.

Act. 4: Elements of weather: ‘Temperature, Wind’

Ss reflect about elements of weather.

Act. 5: Elements of weather: ‘Clouds, Precipitation’

Ss reflect about elements of weather.
Act. 6: Language awareness: ‘Reflecting on language’
Ss reflect on language inferring rules from practice.

Act. 7: Corners.
Ss work at different learning centres.

Act. 8: Writing: ‘Weather forecast’

Ss write the weather forecast for the following day.

Act. 9: Evaluation

Ss give their opinion of the activities done in PART I and review and assess what they have learnt.

	2.2.

Part II: Climate


Act. 10: Planning

T elicits previous knowledge about climate from Ss. Ss read a short introductory text about the concepts of weather and climate. T helps Ss to guess what Part II will be about and, finally they write down the planning of PART II.

Act. 11: Song: ‘‘Under the Weather’ or ‘Rain, Rain, Beautiful Rain’
Ss listen to one of the proposed songs, do an activity to help them identify words and understand the main ideas and, finally, keep the lyrics in their notebooks or ‘My Songs’ book for further practice.

Act. 12: Graphs: ‘What is the climate like in my region?’

Ss interpret and build climographs showing average temperature and rainfall in Basque towns.

Act. 13: Writing: ‘What is the climate like in my region?’

Ss relate climographs to types of climates. They identify the climate corresponding to their region and create a small poster about it including different pieces of information (weather of the day, geographical location in the world, type of climate, climograph, landscape…)

Act.14: Language Awareness: ‘Comparatives & superlatives’

Ss carry out a series of exercises focused on key vocabulary and structures, pronunciation and grammar (adjectival degrees).

Act. 15:  Research: ‘Climates around the world’

Ss search for information and produce fact file posters about climate, landscape… in different regions of the world.

Act. 16: Presentation: ‘Climates around the world’
Ss in pairs or threes present work done in the previous lesson to the rest of the class.

Act. 17: Corners

Ss work in learning stations in order to finish tasks or reinforce practice on contents worked on throughout parts I and II.

Act. 18: Evaluation

Ss give their opinion of the activities done in PART II  and review and assess what they have learnt.

Part III: Weather in Art


Act. 19: Planning

T helps Ss to guess what Part III will be about. Ss write down the planning of PART III.

Act. 20: Song: ‘Weather Report’
Ss listen, read and sing the song. They also identify key words and change lyrics.

Act. 21: Revision: ‘Painting the Weather’
Ss revise concepts and language worked in the previous parts of the unit using some artistic paintings as a starting point.

Act. 22: Art: ‘Weather pictures and poems’

Ss paint a ‘different weather’ version of a famous picture and write a poem or caption related to it.

Act. 23: Story: ‘The Weather Machine’

Ss listen to a story and complete a play script based on it.

Act. 24: Drama Rehearsal: ‘The Weather Machine’

Ss rehearse their part of the play.

Act. 25: Corners
Ss work at different learning centres.

Act. 26: Performance: ‘‘The Weather Machine’

Ss perform ‘The Weather Machine’ in front of other classes.

Act. 27: Evaluation

Ss give their opinion of the activities done in PART III and review what they have learnt.

General Activities


	3.1.

Reading


The main reading activities in this unit are based on the search of information from the Internet, reference books and dossiers or handouts provided to help carry out several tasks. Specific activities aimed to practise reading aloud can be carried out when preparing the rehearsal of ‘The Weather Machine’ or using the books suggested in the list of materials for this unit. A record of all the readings throughout the school year can be kept using ‘My Reading Booklet’ handout.

	3.2.

Diary


As it was stated for P4, two types of diaries are still proposed: a classroom diary and individual notebooks where each S will keep a series of drafts, texts, planning and evaluation activities, comments on preferences, likes and dislikes, self-assessment, new vocabulary…

As in previous years, at the end of every unit the contents of the diary can be discussed and revision can be done in group either using the classroom diary or the individual ones.

	3.3.

My songs


Ss in upper primary levels are often not as fond of singing aloud as they were when younger. That’s why, apart from this possibility, other kinds of activities aimed to understand lyrics, identify words and practise pronunciation are proposed. The lyrics and corresponding activities for the songs can be kept in a specific booklet (‘My Songs’) or stuck in the individual diaries. It would be convenient to revise them several times throughout the year in order to reinforce the skills related to these activities (memory, reading, rhythm and pronunciation…)

	3.4.

Corners


Corner work promotes learner autonomy because Ss are sometimes allowed to choose the activities they like best (or the T assigns) while working at their own pace. At the same time it fosters cooperative learning since some of those activities must be done in pairs or in groups. In this unit some sessions are devoted to do corner work. T will decide which corners will be organized according to the materials and the facilities available in the school: computer corner, craft corner, reading corner, listening corner, board games corner, pending tasks corner (see the Document for English Language in Primary Education).

	3.5.

Games


These are some ideas of simple games that can be used as warmers or round-off activities. Their aim is to help the teacher introduce the tasks, draw the Ss’ attention before dealing with one of the main activities proposed for the unit, or just give an end to the lesson in a whole group fun activity.

1.  “WHIRLWIND”

The procedure of the well-known “Fruit Salad” game could be useful for revising vocabulary related to weather (tornado, hurricane, wind, storm, rain…) Each student mimes his or her word while moving from a place to another.

The person leading the game calls out the elements by using this kind of language: “The weather today will be  sunny in the morning, with tornadoes and rain in the afternoon” 

2. “CHINESE WHISPERS”

The class is divided into even rows. The last member of each row (at the back of the class) is taken out of the classroom. A "key" letter, word or sentence is given.

The Ss run back inside, and whisper the "key" to the next S in their row. It is whispered down through the row until the last member writes it on the board.

The first row to write it correctly on the blackboard is the winner!

3. “WHERE DID CURRO GO?”

A paper star indicating North, South, East and West is placed on the floor, in the middle of the classroom. Ss in turns go out of the classroom for a moment. A paper cut-out figure of “Curro” or a plastic doll is hidden somewhere. Ss take turns to follow instructions and walk around the classroom to find the doll.

Example of language: “Take three steps northwards, three steps south...” 

4. “COLD, COLDER...WARM, WARMER”

The T starts by writing on the board cold, colder, cool. cooler, warm, warmer, hot, hotter and, if necessary, explaining their meanings to the class. Then a S takes a pencil case or some other object. Another one closes his or her eyes. The object is hidden somewhere in the classroom. Then the second S gets up and searches for the object directed to it by all the rest of the class shouting hints. They shout "cold" when the searcher is far away, "colder" when the searcher moves farther away, they shout "cool" and "cooler" as the searcher gets a little closer, "warm" and "warmer" as the searcher gets nearer and finally "hot" when the searcher is right on top of the hidden object. After finding the thing the searcher then chooses the next player, hides an object of theirs and the game continues.

Video


‘The Extreme Weather Experience’ DVD can be helpful for introducing the unit, revising vocabulary, reinforcing cross-curricular concepts and awakening the children’s curiosity about certain topics.

ICT (Information and Communication Technologies)


Some suggestions to integrate ICT in this unit:

-CD-ROMs. ‘Zak’s Wordgames’ and ‘WordBird’s Word Land’, both published by Longman.

-Word Processors or software for presentations can be an alternative to pen and paper in the activities that require writing and displaying pictures.

-World Wide Web. Ss may find information and pictures on the Internet; some interesting websites are mentioned in the “Useful Web Sites” section of this document.

Unit Mind Map


The Unit Mind Map aims to give Ss an overview of what they have been doing.

Procedure:

· Start from the centre of the page and work out.

· Make the centre a clear and strong visual image that depicts the general theme of the map.

· Create sub-centres for sub-themes.
