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Planning 





1- T asks Ss what the weather is like that day; what it was like the day before; if weather is always like that in autumn, etc.


2- Next, T points to a country on a world map and asks Ss what they think the weather is like in that country at that particular moment. The class shares previous knowledge about climatic differences.


3- T explains that we have some ideas about different kinds of climates: because we’ve seen photos, films… we have visited different places… we know countries near the poles are colder than countries along the equator.


4- Ss, individually, read a text about the concepts of weather and climate (� HYPERLINK "Handout_10.doc" ��Handout_10�). They underline words they can’t understand. They may ask their partners for the meaning of those words, or look them up in a dictionary.


5- The text is read aloud in big group.


6- Individually, Ss complete a gap-filling activity about the concepts of weather and climate.


7- T asks Ss to try to guess the activities that this part of the unit will contain.


8- T presents the plan for Unit 1-PART II and the class checks what they guessed and what they did not..


9- H (or T) writes down PART II plan and learning objectives on an A3 sheet for the Classroom Diary.


10- Ss copy plan and objectives in their diaries.
