What’s the name of the painting?

The Gale of Love

When was it painted?

It was painted between 1810 and 1820. It took ten years to paint it.

Who painted it?
It was painted by the Mandi School. This school was from India and it was active between the 17th and 19th century.
What’s the weather like in this picture?

It’s windy and the temperature is around 33°C.

What can we see in the picture?

We can see 5 women (A group of women) preparing to move inside the house as a storm approaches. The woman in blue (is leaping from her day bed) is running to the house. The woman in orange and pink is picking up the pillow. The woman in brown and pink is carrying a box. The woman in brown and green is carrying a big fan and  the woman in blue and pink is pulling down the blind. 

In the distance, we can also see  the wind bending the trees over to one side, and blowing up a cloud of dust.

We can not see the Wind because it’s invisible and can only be painted indirectly through its effect on other things.

What else can we see?

Two birds over here.  White houses. The painting takes place in India.

Did you know?

Painters from the Mandi region were active as portraitists

It was painted between 1608 and 1609.

Who painted it?
It was painted by Hendrick Avercamp.

When was he born?

He was born in 1585, in Amsterdam and lived in a town called Kampen

When did he die?

He died in 1634.

How long did he live?

He lived for 49 years.

What nationality was he?

He was Dutch.

What’s the weather like in this picture?

It’s snowing and the temperature is around -10°C

What season is it?

It’s winter.

Why?

Because it’s cold and there’s snow. Men and women are wearing winter clothes. The sky is grey.

What can we see in the picture?

We can see lots of people. They are holding hands and skating on the ice. There are four trees. They have no leaves. Children are playing on the left. There is a big castle in the center of the picture. 

Did you know?

The Dutch painter Avercamp was deaf and dumb, and was known as ‘the mute of Kampen’.

Bathers at Asnières ([a']n-'yer)
When was it painted?

It was painted in 1884.

Who painted it?
It was painted by Georges-Pierre Seurat. (s&-'rä)
When was he born?

He was born in 1859.

When did he die?

He died in 1891.

How long did he live?

He lived for 32 years.

What nationality was he?

He was French.

What’s the weather like in this picture?

It’s sunny and the temperature is around 26°C. 

What season is it?

It’s summer.

Why?

Because it’s hot and people are in the water. 

What can we see in the picture?

We can see  people sitting on the grass, sunbathing. Some are in the water. There is a factory chimney and a bridge. We can not see the sun but it’s a hot summer day. We can see the sunlight with bright light colours. White is everywhere and the grass is made up of a combination of greens, oranges and pinks. There are people paddling in the water.

Did you know?

He died when he was 32 years old.

Battersea Reach from Lindsey Houses

When was it painted?

It was painted between 1864 and 1871.

Who painted it?
It was painted by James Abbott McNeill Whistler.
When was he born?

He was born in 1834 in the United States.

When did he die?

He died in 1903.

How long did he live?

He lived for 69 years.

What nationality was he?

He was American.

What’s the weather like in this picture?

It’s foggy and the temperature is around -2°C. 

What season is it?

It’s probably autumn or winter.

Why?

Because women are wearing winter clothes so it’s cold. 

What can we see in the picture?

We can see  4 women. Two are carrying small umbrellas. Because of the mist/fog we can not see the landscape. Maybe there is a church on the left hand side.

Did you know?

Whistler trained in Russia and France before settling in London.

Boating on the Seine

What’s the name of the painting?

Boating on the Seine ( 'sein)
When was it painted?

It was painted between 1879 and 1880.

Who painted it?
It was painted by Pierre-Auguste Renoir. ('pier 'ren-"wär)
When was he born?

He was born in 1841 in France.

When did he die?

He died in 1919.

How long did he live?

He lived for 78 years.

What nationality was he?

He was French.

What’s the weather like in this picture?

It’s sunny and the temperature is around 23°C. 

What season is it?

It’s probably summer.

Why?

Because there are women rowing in the water. And we can see the bright light of the sun.

What can we see in the picture?

We can see water and two women in a boat. We can also see a sailing boat and a big house. There is a forest on the right. We can not see the sun but we can see the light (sunlight) through the contrast between the bright orange and the bright blue. We can see the reflection of light on the surface of the water. It looks like everything in the painting has come to a stop.
Did you know?

Towards the end of his life Renoir was very sick (crippled by arthritis) but continued to paint from his wheelchair, with brushes tied to his wrists.

What’s the name of the painting?

Hurricane before Saint Malo ("san-m&-'lO)
When was it painted?

It was painted in 1860.

Who painted it?
It was painted by Louis-Gabriel-Eugène Isabey.  ('lü-&s)
When was he born?

He was born in 1803 in France.

When did he die?

He died in 1886.

How long did he live?

He lived for 83 years.

What nationality was he?

He was French.

What’s the weather like in this picture?

It’s cold and the temperature is around 15°C. There is a storm with heavy seas.

What season is it?

It’s probably winter.

Why?

Because there is a storm and it is very dark. 

What can we see in the picture?

We can see a huge storm hitting a fishing town with very heavy rain and strong winds. We can also see lots of men and women. They are trying to drag a boat up the beach. There is a storm with gale force winds up to speed of 102km/h. There is smoke from the chimney near the centre of the picture blowing horizontally. The waves are crashing against the houses. There is a seagull in the sky. The small flags are flying backwards and the masts of the boats lean into the wind just as we would in such a gale to stay on our feet.

This French landscape painter, Isabey, was appointed the official painter of the French Navy

Storm on the Coast

When was it painted?

It was painted in 1754.

Who painted it?
It was painted by Claude Joseph Vernet.  

When was he born?

He was born in 1714 in France.

When did he die?

He died in 1789.

How long did he live?

He lived for 75 years.

What nationality was he?

He was French.

What’s the weather like in this picture?

It’s cold and the temperature is around 12°C. There is a storm with heavy seas.

What season is it?

It’s probably winter.

Why?

Because there is a storm and it is very dark. 

What can we see in the picture?

We can see a huge storm and bolt of lightning lighting the dark sky.  There is a lighthouse. (The painting shows us the famous lighthouse of the Bay of Naples). The storm is hitting the coast with very heavy rain and strong winds. On the left a ship is driven onto the rocks while survivors escape in a lifeboat and are dragged to safety by those on shore. 

There is another ship on the horizon. 

Did you know?

His father, brothers, nephews, son and grandson were all painters. This French painter lived in Rome for almost twenty years.

What’s the name of the painting?

The Sheepfold, Morning in Autumn

When was it painted?

It was painted between 1850 and 1888.

Who painted it?
It was painted by James Thomas Linnell.  

When was he born?

He was born in 1826 in London, England.

When did he die?

He died in 1905.

How long did he live?

He lived for 79 years.

What nationality was he?

He was English.

What’s the weather like in this picture?

It’s cloudy and the temperature is around 10°C. It will rain in the afternoon.

What season is it?

It’s probably autumn.

Why?

Because the frosty field is still in shadow.  

What can we see in the picture?

We can see a flock of sheep in a field. It is sunrise in the morning and shepherds have arrived with the food. The sun is lightening the sky. To show us this idea the painter uses orange and blue. By studying the clouds in the sky we can say that these white lumpy clouds are called Cumulus clouds and they will bring thunder and rain before the day is out. 

Remember the saying: Red sky in the morning shepherds warning. It’s almost certain that it will rain.

Did you know?

This 19th century painter came from a family of artists. He painted many scenes of everyday life.

It was painted in 1891. 

Who painted it?
It was painted by Henri Rousseau.  (ru-'sO)
When was he born?

He was born in 1844 in the city of Lava, France.

When did he die?

He died in 1910.

How long did he live?

He lived for 66 years.

What nationality was he?

He was French.

What’s the weather like in this picture?

It’s rainy and the temperature is around 27°C. 

What season is it?

It’s probably summer.

Why?

Because the wet season in India is in summer.   

What can we see in the picture?

We can see a tiger in a thunderstorm. I think he is afraid (very frightened ) of the flash of lightning in the sky.

There are strong winds and heavy rain. It’s a very violent storm. We can see thunder, heavy rain and lighting. We can also see the jungle and strong winds bending the trees. 

This could be a scene in India. It’s typical monsoon weather.
Did you know?

This French painter had never been overseas so he visited the Jardin des Plantes, a botanical garden in Paris which also had a zoo. Rousseau was a self-taught artist. He began painting as a hobby

It’s snowing and the temperature is around -11°C

What season is it?

It’s probably winter.

Why?

Because it’s snowing.

We can see a grey haired old man sitting on a chair  and having a meal. The painting forms a beautiful portrait of winter. The sky is grey. It’s a cold day with probably northernly winds

Temperatures around freezing. Not a day to be sitting outside eating.

Teniers was married to the daughter of the famous painter, Jan Breughel.

What nationality was he?

He was Japanese.

What’s the weather like in this picture?

It’s windy and the temperature is around 30°C

What season is it?

It’s probably summer.

Why?

Because the people are wearing summer clothes.   

What can we see in the picture?

We can see people trying to withstand the force of the wind.  The strong gust of wind (a sudden burst )is blowing away the white sheets of papers into the sky. It also has blown away one man’s straw hat. We can see Mount Fuji in the background. The wind is also bending the trees and shaking the leaves.
