Introduction and description


The topic of this unit, Settlements, can be approached in a number of different ways depending on the point of view we decide to adopt (descriptive, evolutionary, comparative, …) or the curricular areas we might be more interested in developing (history, geography, art, maths, ...).

Taking into account our time availability in the classroom and the kinds of activities that can be more profitable for developing EFL skills, these are the main strands chosen for our proposal:

· Concept of settlement.

· Basic conditions of habitable settlements.

· Different settlements in different regions of the world.

· Settlements change over time.

· Differences between rural and urban settlements.

Work on those concepts is integrated in the following three parts:

· Part I: A Good Settlement. This part of the unit focuses on the concept and description of settlements. It contains activities aimed to reflect on the basic needs that human beings have and some characteristics of settlements.

· Part II: Medieval Settlements. The second part of the sequence switches to life in the Middle Ages. Its objective is to help the students learn about the characteristics of settlements and everyday life in medieval Europe so they can establish comparisons with our own.

· Part III: Home Sweet Home. This last part introduces the theme of life in cities in contrast to life in the country taking Town Mouse and Country Mouse fairytale as its starting point.

These are the main cross-curricular contents of the unit:

MATHS

· Ss collect data and represent them in charts.

· Ss use Venn diagrams to organise information.

GEOGRAPHY

· Ss reflect on the basic characteristics of settlements.

· Ss investigate on several aspects related to their settlement (types of houses, jobs, ways of getting food).

· Ss make hypotheses from observation and prior knowledge and compare settlements from different parts of the world.

ARTS&CRAFTS

· Ss build a collage or cut-out medieval town scene.

LITERATURE

· Drama: ‘Town Mouse and Country Mouse’. Ss produce short dialogues for a script based on this popular story.

· Songs: ‘I Like the City’, ‘Sing a Song of Sixpence’, ‘Little Boxes’, ‘The Town Rap’….
Similarly to the proposal for Unit 1 of Primary 5, work on some specifically linguistic contents has been included in this unit. The suggested activities are described in the “Language Awareness” sections of the teaching sequence and it must be borne in mind that these exercises can be used interspersed in the sequence depending on the appropriateness of the moment to make their practice meaningful.

The following linguistic concepts are proposed:

Summary of activities


	2.1.
Part I: A Good Settlement


Act. 1: Planning

T presents the unit by guiding Ss to guess the topic. Then Ss write down the plan for PART  I  and its learning objectives.

Act. 2: My Songs: ‘I Like the City’

Ss listen to the song and do a gap-filling activity. They work in pairs and memorize the song. Finally they sing it.
Act. 3: Everyday actions: What Makes a Good Settlement?

Ss build a list of everyday activities. They decide which of those activities are essential for living. They finally reflect on what a good settlement should provide to its inhabitants.

Act. 4: Survey: ‘Food, shelter and jobs’
Ss prepare a survey to collect data about types of shops, dwellings and jobs among people they know. Finally they play a game.

Act. 5: Language Awareness: Reflecting on language
Ss reflect on language inferring rules from practice.
Act. 6: Presentation: ‘Food, shelter and jobs’

Ss share their survey results. In groups they write a report on one of the three aspects dealt with in the survey.

Act. 7: Corners.
Ss work at different learning centres.

Act. 8: Writing: Is our settlement good enough?

Ss bring in pictures of places in their community that, in their opinion, need to be improved. They give reasons and make suggestions.

Act. 9: Evaluation.

Ss give their opinion of the activities done in PART  I  and review and assess what they have learnt.

Part II: Medieval Settlements


Act. 10: Planning

Ss analyse a picture of a medieval city/town and talk about the changes through time. T helps Ss to guess what Part  II will be about. Ss write down the planning and learning objectives for PART  II.

Act. 11: Song: ‘Sing a Song of Sixpence’
Ss listen, read and sing the song. They identify key words, match words with definitions  and draw a picture to check understanding.

Act. 12: Reading & Info Search: Medieval settlements.
Children look for information about food provision, shelter and jobs in medieval villages and towns and compare it with modern times.

Act. 13: Observation & Analysis: A Medieval Settlement.
T and Ss observe and talk about a medieval town and infer the characteristics of a good medieval settlement.

Act. 14: Language awareness: Description

The class reflects on the language used throughout the unit. Ss practise different skills.

Act. 15: Planning and Writing: Our medieval settlement

Ss design their own medieval settlement taking into account what they have learnt about good settlements and medieval towns.

Act. 16: Corners

Ss work in learning stations in order to finish tasks or reinforce practice on contents worked on throughout parts I and II.

Act. 17: Producing and Presenting work: Our medieval settlement
Ss make a medieval settlement according to their plan.

Act. 18: Evaluation

Ss give their opinion of the activities done in PART II  and review and assess what they have learnt.

Part III: Home Sweet Home


Act. 19: Planning

T introduces the topic and helps Ss to guess what Part III will be about. Ss write down the planning of PART  III.

Act. 20: Song: ‘The Town Rap’ or ‘Little Boxes’

Ss listen to a song, read and reorder its lyrics and sing it along.

Act. 21: Video: Comparing rural and urban settlements

Ss watch a video and compare rural and urban settlements through things they can do in each setting.

Act. 22: Reading and Writing: ‘The Town Mouse and the Country Mouse’

Ss listen to a story and write a sketch for a chosen scene.

Act. 23: Language Awareness: Can / Can’t

The class reflects on the language used throughout the unit. Ss practise different skills.

Act. 24: Drama rehearsal: ‘The Town Mouse and the Country Mouse’

Ss rehearse their sketches.
Act. 25: Corners.
Ss work in corners.

Act. 26: Performance: ‘The Town Mouse and the Country Mouse’

Ss perform their sketches of ‘The Town Mouse and the Country Mouse’, they record it and assess performance.

Act. 27: Evaluation.

Ss give their opinion of the activities done in PART  III  and review what they have learnt.

General Activities


	3.1.
Reading


The main reading activities in this unit can be classified in three groups:

· Thorough reading of texts in handouts and lyrics of songs.

· Scanning texts from reference books, dossiers or other materials to find particular pieces of information.

· Reading out a story or a script: ‘The Town Mouse and the Country Mouse’.
	3.2.
Diary


As stated in previous units, two types of diaries are still proposed: a classroom diary and individual notebooks where each S will keep a series of drafts, texts, planning and evaluation activities, comments on preferences, likes and dislikes, self-assessment, new vocabulary…

As usual, at the end of every unit the contents of the diary can be discussed and revision done in group either using the classroom diary or the individual ones.

My songs


The songs proposed for this unit share the common objectives of working on the meaning of their lyrics and memorizing them. They differ in the types of supplementary activities that accompany them:

· A gap-filling activity for ‘I Like the City’ in Part I.

· Matching words and definitions for ‘Sing a Song of Sixpence’ in Part II.

· Rearranging stanzas for ‘Little Boxes’ and ‘The Town Rap’ in part III.

	3.4.
Corners


Corner work promotes learner autonomy because Ss are sometimes allowed to choose the activities they like best (or the T assigns) while working at their own pace. At the same time it fosters cooperative learning since some of those activities must be done in pairs or in groups. In this unit some sessions are devoted to do corner work. T will decide which corners will be organized according to the materials and the facilities available in the school: computer corner, craft corner, reading corner, listening corner, board games corner, pending tasks corner (see the Document for English Language in Primary Education).

	3.5.
Games


These are some ideas of simple games that can be used as warmers or round-off activities. Their aim is to help the teacher introduce the tasks, draw the Ss’ attention before dealing with one of the main activities proposed for the unit, or just give an end to the lesson in a whole group fun activity.

1. “GUESS THE FILM”

This is a simple miming game. One S thinks of a film (or TV programme, job, historical period, English word, classroom activity, etc.). He or she tries to communicate his or her idea without using written or oral language. The T may decide if symbols and pictures are allowed.

2. “JOBS AND EMOTIONS”

The T (or Ss themselves) writes names of jobs on slips of paper and places them in a box or bag. The same is done with words related to feelings, mood or attitudes (if desired, cards provided in Appendix_4 can be used). Ss, in turns, pick up two cards (one from the “emotions” box and another one from the “jobs” box) and try to describe the emotion and the job on their slips of paper without using any words. The rest of the class must guess the emotion and the job (e.g. "Happy Postman," "Furious Driver", “Sleepy Cook”, etc.).

3. “CATEGORIES”

The class is divided in teams. The T gives a category: e.g. “tools”, “jobs or occupations”, “food”, “town places”… Each team has to write in one minute as many words as possible. They get one point per correct word; two points in case they are the only ones who have a particular word.

· Start from the centre of the page and work out.

· Make the centre a clear and strong visual image that depicts the general theme of the map.

· Create sub-centres for sub-themes.

· Use arrows, icons or other visual aids to show links between different elements.

· Remember that anything that stands out on the page will stand out in Ss’ mind.
