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Everyday Actions: What makes a good settlement?











1- Ss are requested to list the actions they do in an ordinary day. T asks them some actions and writes them on the b/b (� HYPERLINK "Appendix_3A.doc" ��Appendix_3A�). Then Ss continue in their diary. They may use bilingual dictionaries, picture dictionaries… (optionally � HYPERLINK "Handout_3A.doc" ��Handout_3A� can be used).





2- Ss dictate actions to T. T writes them on b/b. When finished, T asks if a particular action is absolutely necessary or not for life and H marks the actions with Y or N depending on the general opinion of the class (optionally � HYPERLINK "Handout_3B.doc" ��Handout_3B� can be used).





3- Ss in pairs are assigned a picture showing a settlement from a different part of the world (� HYPERLINK "Appendix_3B.doc" ��Appendix_3B�). They are requested to infer or hypothesize about methods of water and food supplies and to observe the characteristics of houses. They also have to evaluate that settlement and say if it is a good one or not aided by hints in � HYPERLINK "Handout_3C.doc" ��Handout  3C�.





4- Ss exchange pictures and reports and have a look at them.





5- T asks some questions to check understanding and promote info exchange.
