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Writing: Is our settlement good enough?











T asks Ss if they brought pictures from different places in their community that they would like to improve. T requests several Ss to show them to the rest.





Ss in pairs use their pictures to make part of a class display on things that could be improved in their town or village. They stick their picture in the middle of an A4 or A3 sheet of paper, trace lines from the objects or places that could be improved to the blank part of the sheet and they write sentences there explaining what is wrong and what could be done (See example of display and language patterns in � HYPERLINK "Appendix_8.doc" ��Appendix_8�).





Ss present their work to others by reading out their texts and asking the audience for different ideas.





All the contributions are gathered in a big poster or file.
