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Song: Sing a Song of Sixpence (� HYPERLINK "\\\\10.8.87.3\\ir015251ah\\PRIMARY 5 UNITS\\P5U2\\P5U2PII\\II_SCRIPTS.doc" ��script�)








1- Ss listen to the song (� HYPERLINK "\\\\10.8.87.3\\ir015251ah\\PRIMARY 5 UNITS\\P5U2\\Track03.cda" ��Audio CD, track 3� / Nursery Rhyme Time video, 13th song, approx. Min. 17) and T asks them if they recognize any word. Ss say words. H writes them down on b/b. Ss try to guess what the song is about.


*Note: If the video is used to do this activity, it should be done first only with sound (without images) as they give too many clues about the meaning of the song. 





2- T reads out the song (� HYPERLINK "Handout_11.doc" ��Handout_11�). After the first stanza s/he asks Ss what happens there. Ss give as many details as they can understand. They say the words they don’t understand. They repeat the procedure with the 2nd verse.





3- Then, in pairs, Ss read the song again and try to match the words in bold with the definitions provided without using a dictionary.





4- They check their answers in big group. T helps them reflecting on language while they explain why they chose each one.





5- They stick the lyrics in their diaries or ‘My Songs’ booklet.





6- Ss draw a picture for the 2nd verse of the song and write a title for that scene. T walks around the classroom, observes pictures and interacts with Ss to check grade of understanding.





7- T and Ss listen to the song again and sing along following the text with lyrics.
