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Reading and Info Search: Medieval Settlements











1- T asks Ss some questions about food provision, dwellings and jobs in modern times (PI, act. 6, survey and graphs). T tells them that they are going to find information about those aspects in medieval times.





2- T shows Ss the text about WATER SUPPLY in a fact file (� HYPERLINK "Appendix_12A.doc" ��Appendix_12A�) and asks questions about text organisation (title, number of paragraphs, how we pass from one paragraph to another). Then s/he reads the first paragraph aloud and asks Ss what it is about. They put a heading to it. T elicits the info contained in it and H writes it in the 1st table of � HYPERLINK "Handout_12.doc" ��Handout_12�. They follow the same procedure for the rest of paragraphs.





3- Ss, in groups, use reference books and the fact file (� HYPERLINK "Appendix_12A.doc" ��Appendix_12A�) to complete the required information about one of the fields mentioned in step 1 (� HYPERLINK "Handout_12.doc" ��Handout_12�). First, they read them individually and then check their findings with their group.

4- T and Ss compare the information in the reports and try to establish parallelisms between jobs/food provision/ houses in both periods. E.g. Two people in the survey work in a garage. Think of a similar job (or something appropriate) for them in the Middle Ages (see � HYPERLINK "Appendix_12B.doc" ��Appendix_12B� for language scaffolding).
