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Observation & Analysis: A Medieval Settlement











1- Ss get in small groups and T explains to them that they are going to work again on a picture of a medieval town (e.g. � HYPERLINK "Appendix_10A.doc" ��pages 12-13� from ‘A City Through Time’).





2- Ss have to make hypotheses through observation about how some basic needs were solved in that particular medieval town: water supply, material for building, food, placement, jobs… (� HYPERLINK "Appendix_13A.doc" ��Appendix_13A�). They will use the fact organizer template (one per S) in � HYPERLINK "Handout_13A.doc" ��Handout_13A� to help them focus their observation.





3- A representative of each group goes to the b/b and writes down their contributions about one of the issues they have worked on. The rest of the class agrees or suggests different things.





4- The class discusses whether the town in the picture would make a good medieval settlement capable of meeting its population’s basic needs or not (see � HYPERLINK "Appendix_13B.doc" ��Appendix_13B� for aid).





5- Finally, the map of an imaginary territory is handed out to Ss. Taking into account the characteristics of a good settlement, now they have to explain where they would build a town and why (� HYPERLINK "Handout_13B.doc" ��Handout_13B�).
