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Language Awareness: Prepositions











The following activities are meant to help Ss reflect on some language items used when carrying out some of the tasks in the sequence. It is up to the teacher which and when to use them.





1- Basic vocabulary: jobs and occupations (farmer, peasant blacksmith, miller, soldier, knight, monk…); buildings (castle, house, hut, church, mill…); places (field, hill, grass, forest, woods, river, well, mountain, market, …). Ss listen to the CD (� HYPERLINK "\\\\10.8.87.3\\ir015251ah\\PRIMARY 5 UNITS\\P5U2\\Track08.cda" ��track 8�) and write the words in the correct order (� HYPERLINK "Handout_14A.doc" ��Handout_14A�). Finally, they get in pairs to help each other revise the words.





2- Pronunciation awareness: Ss listen to the CD (� HYPERLINK "\\\\10.8.87.3\\ir015251ah\\PRIMARY 5 UNITS\\P5U2\\Track09.cda" ��track 9�) and tick on the box corresponding to the right word (� HYPERLINK "Handout_14A.doc" ��Handout_14A�). After checking their answers, the class listens to a word and repeats it in group and individually. Finally, T writes words on b/b and asks some Ss to read them out. (words: farmer/former; peasant/pleasant; miller/billiards; knight/knit; castle/puzzle; hut/hat; feel/field; hill/mill; well/wall).





3- Grammar: basic structures: there was, there were, there wasn’t, there weren’t. Ss make up true sentences using � HYPERLINK "Handout_14B.doc" ��Handout_14B�. One S says one sentence. T tells if it is right or not. The same procedure is followed until someone finds out the rule (there was for single items in the past…).





4- Grammar: focus on prepositions. Ss observe the picture on � HYPERLINK "Handout_14C.doc" ��Handout_14C�. Read the complete sentences and choose the right ones for the sentences with blanks. They will also contextualise prepositions in Act 15 and 17 when planning and describing their own medieval settlement.
