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Producing & Presenting Work: Our Medieval Settlement











1- Ss make their class medieval settlement (poster or 3D model) )See � HYPERLINK "Appendix%2017A.doc" ��Appendix 17A� and � HYPERLINK "Appendix%2017B.doc" ��Appendix 17B� for cut-outs):


Option A: poster

Once they have all the elements they need, they arrange them on the poster. Ss bring in photographs of themselves. T scans or photocopies the faces and makes as many copies as required. They stick these faces on the characters in the poster.


Option B: 3D model

2- T goes around and interacts with groups while they are doing the task.





3- Each S writes a card about a thing their peers have to spot in the poster. At the back of each card they write a little text explaining how things worked in Medieval Times. E.g.: “Look for a man on a cart” 


(In Medieval Times carts and oxen were used to carry people and goods).





4- Cards can be kept in an envelop or a box to be used for revision (corners, warm up…).

5- They take pictures of the poster or 3-D settlement and use it together with the cards proposed in step 4.
