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Reading: World Cuisine





		1. T reads out the name and ingredients of a recipe from book “Celebration Cook Book” or from �HYPERLINK "Handout_12A.doc"��Handout_12A�


2- T asks Ss which foods they could understand. Words are written on b/b. T adds the ingredients Ss did not catch.


3- T asks Ss if they can guess what part of the world this recipe can be from and why.


Option A. Using Celebration Cook Book: T introduces the book “�HYPERLINK "CELEBRATION COOK BOOK.doc"��Celebration Cook Book�” and the class interacts about its format and content.. Each group chooses or is assigned one of the recipes from the book.


Option B. Using Handout_12A: In SG, Ss are given out a recipe from Handout_12A together with �HYPERLINK "Handout_12B.doc"��Handout_12B �(short texts about the recipes). They read the texts, browse through the recipe and decide which text corresponds to their assigned dish. T and Ss listen to the audio CD (�HYPERLINK "Pista 34.mp3"��Track 34�)  and check their choice.


Follow-up for both options:


1- Each group analyses the format and language of their recipe with the aid of �HYPERLINK "Handout_12C.doc"��Handout_12C�. They fill in the tables provided in the handout (glossary, measurements, instructions, cooking tools). See �HYPERLINK "Appendix_12.doc"��App_12 �for T’s reference.


2- Ss share their findings and H takes notes in a general poster that will be used as language scaffolding.


3- Ss will keep these recipes to make a World Recipes Book. They also have to ask their families for a recipe (something they like and eat at home, typical in their home town…) and bring it for next day.
