	1- T shows pictures and Ss try to guess the main contents of Part III (Appendix_19: the silhouette of a man carrying bowls, a map of Australia, a kookaburra, a storytelling scene, a music symbol, a picture of a fair or a stall…).

2- Then, T elicits from Ss the kinds of activities they will do. H writes them on the b/b (plan, song, evaluation, corners, …).

3- T presents the plan for Unit 3-PART III and the class checks what they guessed and what they did not.

4- H (or T) writes down PART III plan and their learning objectives on the Classroom Diary.

5- Ss copy the plan in their diaries.
	-Let’s see what I have in this envelope. What are they? Pictures. That’s right. Let’s have a look at them. What can you see here? A book. Ok. A bird. Right. What kind of bird is it? Any ideas?

-What do you think we are going to talk about in this part of the Unit? Stories? What else? Poems? No, not poems. Recipes? No, not recipes. Stories. OK. What else?

-Can you guess any of the activities we can do this time?

-Planning, evaluation, corners.

-We are going to write the plan of activities. Right. No, we are not going to perform a play. We are going to prepare a shadow theatre performance.

	1- Ss listen to ‘Kookaburra’ song for the first time.

2- T asks Ss to listen to the song again and jot down the words they can identify. Ss say words and H writes them down on the b/b. Ss try to guess what the song is about.

3- Next, T gives Ss Handout_20 and the class reads the lyrics. Ss are requested to match some pictures to their corresponding names in English.

4- The class checks the answers.

5- Finally, T and Ss listen to the song again and sing it along, if desired, in a round. Alternatively, the score can be worked with the Music teacher (see script).

6- This activity can be completed with a group dance (e.g. Zinta dantza, a Basque dance of similar origin and procedure as Maypole dance) in collaboration with the Classroom, Music or PE teacher of the school.
	-Lyrics of song.

-First of all, we have to listen to a song.

-Did you like it? Yes/No.

-Could anyone tell me what the song is about? Don’t worry.

-Now, we are going to listen to the song once again. This time, take notes of the words you recognize. Ok, let’s see how many words we knew: tree / laugh / monkey / king / …
-Let’s have a look at its lyrics. We are going to read them and see what we can understand. Now, try to name the pictures you can see on the right column. You have two minutes to do it. Don’t copy and don’t let others copy your answers. Ready? Let’s see how many you got right.

-Now, let’s sing the song in a round. Group One, you start singing. Group Two, you start when Group One says ‘tree’…

	1- T asks Ss what they know about koalas (animal category, where they live, what they eat…).

2- S/he tells them some facts and anecdotes about koalas (Appendix_21A).

3- Next, T tells Ss a legend about the origin of this animal (Appendix_21A presents a simpler version of the legend while Appendix_21B includes a longer version recorded on the Audio CD).

4- S/he asks Ss some questions to check understanding and H gives out Handout_21 with the script for a shadow theatre performance.

Alternative: Ss create Power Point presentations of the story with recorded dialogues. 

5- The class practises reading and listening to the Audio CD recording.

-Now I’m going to tell you a story. It is a legend about the origin of koalas. Listen, please.

-Let’s check if you understood the story. A girl stole water… / No. Ok. It was a boy. What did the boy want? What did he do?

	1- The class is divided in groups according to the festivals they were assigned in Activity 1.

2- Groups of Ss collect all the work done throughout the unit related to the country where their festival was especially celebrated.

3- They prepare stands by covering a couple of desks with cloth, sticking posters on the back wall… and display their materials: posters, recipes, food, realia…

4- Ss from other groups are invited to the exhibition. Ss in charge of a stand tell them about their festival, country, recipe, etc…

 5- T walks around, observes and takes note for assessment.

Optional: They could also cook a dish at home (from the recipes they worked on in activity 12 or from the ones they wrote in activity 15) and play a blindfold tasting game where they have to talk about how it feels (taste, texture…) and guess the ingredients they can recognise (see Appendix_17 for language scaffolding).


	-We are finishing this unit, People Around the world, and we are going to organise everything we have done in the unit to show to other people: Ss from other classes, parents…

-First, you are going to sit in groups. Who found information about carnival? Ok. Sit over there, please. You have to gather all the information about carnival, Brazil, American recipes, etc. and prepare a stall like the ones you see in street markets and fairs.

-Think about the way you are going to present and explain your work. This is a poster about carnival. Carnival is usually celebrated in February…

-Let’s taste some dishes and guess their ingredients. First you need to cover your eyes. Don’t cheat. Hold this piece and eat it. Can you guess what it was made of? Sugar? Fine Eggs? No, no eggs in it, sorry!
