	1- Ss are given a set of flags with mathematical operations stated on each delimited area of their patterns (Handout_1; key on Appendix_1). The results give Ss a clue for colouring the flags. Finally, in groups, they use reference materials (atlases, encyclopaedies…) and find out what countries those flags belong to.

2- The class checks the answers.

3- T encourages Ss to guess what the new unit can be about. At this stage Ss probably will say things about countries. T asks them to brainstorm things we can learn about different countries. T underlines the ones related to people. Finally, T tells the class about the name of the unit: ‘People Around the World’

4- The class plays Hangman to guess the main contents of Part I with the words Festivals and Countries. Ss copy them on a blank page in their notebooks to start making a “cover” for the activities of the term.

5- T tells Ss about the contents of the unit and what they are going to learn in Unit 3-Part I.

6- H (or T) writes down Part  I  plan and learning objectives on the Classroom Diary.

7- Ss copy them in their diaries.
	-Today we are going to start a new unit. I’m not going to tell you what the new unit is about: you will try to guess that.

-H, hand out these worksheets, please. What are those patterns? Flags. OK. They are not coloured. You have to guess their colours. First, do the mathematical operations; next, look at the colour clues and finally colour in the flags.

-Now, let’s find out the countries they belong to. Does anyone recognise any flag? Which one? OK / No, not that. Look them up in these atlases / fact sheets…

-What do you think this unit is about? Countries / Ships / Olympic Games… OK, it is about different countries but we can study all those things you have mentioned. We will focus on… Let’s play Hangman and guess it.

	1- T introduces the song and the class listens to it.

2- Ss are given Handout_2. They read the song lyrics, complete the vocabulary chart using their previous knowledge for the languages they know and making hypotheses for the rest of the languages. Finally, they translate the lyrics, that is, “Everybody Loves Saturday Night” into other languages spoken by someone in the class, if that were possible.

3- They listen to the song again.

4- The class is divided in four groups. Each group chooses a version of the lyrics in a different language. They practise it for some minutes.

5- Finally, the whole class joins to sing the song in the following way: a first group sings it out in their language and the rest of the class repeats the verse in English. The same procedure goes on until all the groups have sung their part.


	-Let’s listen to this song! Was that English? What other languages have you identified? Spanish? French? What do you think it is about? Saturday night. OK. Anything else?

-Let’s listen to it again. This time you have the lyrics and can follow the song by reading it.

-Now, look at the chart in your handouts. Could you complete it by translating ‘everybody’, ‘Saturday’ and ‘night’ into different languages? You don’t need to speak all those languages, just observe the lyrics and try to guess.

-How would you say ‘Everybody loves Saturday night’ in Basque? And in Spanish? Does anyone speak another language? Could you say this sentence in that language, please?

-Now in small groups you choose a language. Which one have you chosen? OK. Now in turns one small group sings its part and the rest of the class repeats the chorus in English.

	1- T explains to the class that they are going to research on a particular festival or celebration. They are given out Handout_3 (the class reads it and T helps them to understand correctly the language of the handout and the task they have to perform).

2- The class is divided in five groups.

3- Each group is assigned a festival and is provided with information to extract data from it.

4- Ss read (or read and listen to, in case they use Appendix_3 on computers) their texts and complete Handout_3 individually and compare it with their group.

5- H places pictures representing the five celebrations on b/b (Appendix_3F).

6- T asks several questions to Ss in different groups. H collects information on b/b and organises it by placing it next to the corresponding pictures.

7- Ss prepare posters to display their facts.
	-Today we are going to read about different festivals and celebrations around the world. 

-First, let’s see if we understand everything we have in Handout_3. ‘When’, ‘what do people do?’… If they ask us ‘when’ how can we answer? By saying the month. OK. The date. OK. The season.

-Let’s start investigating, then. Here you have these books / booklet.. You can/should use the computer…

-When is carnival celebrated? In winter/ usually in February…Where is it celebrated? Say some places. Venice. Rio de Janeiro...

-Now take a big sheet of paper / cardboard and prepare a small poster with a picture, decorations and all the information you have found about your celebration.

	Handout_4


	1- T explains to Ss that they are going to find extra information about countries where the festivals introduced in Act-3 are celebrated but this time each group will deal with a different country from the one they worked on in Act-3.

2- Ss, in groups, use atlases, encyclopaedias, non-fiction books or the Internet to find the required information (flag, capital city, languages, currency, population, area, climate, important features like famous buildings, highest mountain, longest river…).

3- Ss complete the version of Handout_4 that corresponds to the country assigned to their group individually and share it with their group.

4.- T asks Ss to read some big numbers from the data collected in Handout_4. Revision or introduction of this issue is fostered by helping Ss make hypotheses.

5- Ss get in pairs with a peer from a different group. They compare some data about their countries with the aid of the questions stated at the bottom of Handout_4.

6- T asks some Ss about the data of the two countries they have been comparing.
	-Today we are continuing with our investigation on the countries we worked on the other day. This time we are going to change countries. Which group worked on China and the Chinese New Year? OK. You choose another country today. Let’s see, we have Nigeria, Sweden, Brazil…

-This time you have to complete the small poster you have on?? Handout_4. You can use atlases / Internet / encyclopaedias… 

-Who can tell me about the population of China? Sweden?… Look at these figures. How can we say this number in English? Look at the comma. It represents ‘thousand’. Let’s read up to the comma. Seventy-two. Ok. Now the comma is here, so we say thousand.

-Now get in pairs. Find a partner with a different country from yours. What country have you got, X? China. Then find someone who has Brazil/ Sweden/Nigeria… and ask questions.  Look at the bottom of your handouts. There you have some questions you can ask your partner.

	The following activities are proposed to reflect on some language items required when carrying out some of the activities in the sequence. They can be used all along Part I, interspersed among the other activities to promote reflection on a particular language field or point.

1- Vocabulary: Ss revise and learn meaning, pronunciation and spelling of some words appeared throughout the unit (Handout_5A).

Numbers:

-Ss in groups use information from Handout_4 and dictate big numbers to the rest of the class. Numbers should be greater than 100,000 and less than 1,000,000,000. The class checks them before proceeding with another group.

-After that practice, Ss play a team game: a representative from each group asks questions to the rest of the class about big numbers related to her/his country (e.g. How long is …river? How many people live in China? He or she gives clues (“greater or more/less”) to help students from the other teams. The team to which the Ss who guesses the number belongs, scores one point.

2- Pronunciation awareness: Ss will practise the pronunciation of the words in Handout_5A.

3- Grammar: focus on wh- questions. Ss are given a series of wh- questions (Handout_5B). They have to match them to their corresponding answers. They finally complete a chart with some clues to help them understand the meaning of when, who, what, where and how, how long and how many.
	-Group 1. Dictate one of your numbers, please. 245,987. OK. Who has got it? Write it on the b/b, please. Is it right? Is there any mistake? Where? Could you correct it, please? Fine. Let’s read it again.

-Now we are going to use the facts you got about some countries in Activity 4 and the questions you have in Handout_5a. Now, Group 1. Ask the other groups about something in your fact sheet that can be answered with a number. How long is Amazon River? (someone in Group 2): it is 5,000 kilometres long. Group 1: No, it is longer. (someone in Group 3): 7,000 km long. No, it’s shorter.

-Listen and repeat the words you hear. Practise in twos how to read and write those words.

	1- Ss get in groups (same grouping as for Act-2). They use a big piece of colour paper or cardboard where they include a blank world map (Handout_6) with their assigned country highlighted in some way, their poster about festivals, country facts provided by Ss from other groups, pictures, words in a language of that country, …

2- Ss make question cards about the information they display on their posters. They also produce answer cards corresponding to the stated questions. They keep all the cards in an envelope attached to the poster. Cards can be used in different ways: to foster interaction when presenting work,  to play pelmanism, quizzes or as warm-up activities at the beginning of the session.
	-Today we are going to revise what we did about festivals and countries. People who worked on Chinese New Year, sit in a group over here, please. 

-Now you are going to have a look at everything we have so far. Has everybody got the small posters about festivals you prepared the other day? OK. X, can you tell me the name of your festival, please. When do they celebrate it? Where? Who has information about China? Brazil?… Ok. Could you pass it to this group, please?

-Now, you are going to make a big poster with all this. You can add pictures, decorations, words in other languages…

-I’ve got here the following materials: a book about China, three atlases, a Portuguese dictionary… who needs this? and this?

-Let’s revise how to make questions in English? We want to know a country where carnival is greatly celebrated. The question is… Where. OK. Where what? Where celebrate. Celebrate what? Carnival. Who celebrates carnival. People. Ok, then so we have ‘where’, ‘people’, ‘celebrate’, ‘carnival’. Let’s make up the question.
