Procedure


Step 1: Each group presents their work about the system. including a description of the system, the organs of the system, how it works and some curious facts.


Step 2: After the group makes the presentation, the rest of the students fill in handouts H2 & H3. Both the oral presentation and the text produced by them can be used as assessment.


Step 3: When all the groups have made the presentations, all the Ss will have the info about how all the systems work, their parts and factoids about them.


The materials used in their presentation can be compiled in a dossier to be kept in the classroom as reference material.
