	Part 1. The Human Body: Main Systems

Activity 1: Presentation


Description

T presents the unit and Ss write Part I planning.

General objectives

To share previous knowledge about the new topic by responding orally to the teacher's questions in a whole class situation.
To create interest on the topic.

To motivate Ss to learn more (both content and language).

Procedure

· Step 1: T shows Ss an issue of the booklet they made at the end of the Unit “My body” in grade 3. 

· Step 2: T elicits what they remember of the topic and tells Ss they are going to learn about the human body, “the body machine”, in more depth.

· Step 3: T presents Part I planning and explains what is going to be done in each activity.

· Step 4: Ss copy Part I planning.

Materials

P3 U1 Body Booklet

Language

· Teacher – Students interaction.

· Vocabulary related to the topic. 

Do you remember what we learnt in Primary 3? We learnt about measuring our body, different parts of the body, some organs, etc

Our new topic is called “The body machine”. Why do you think we use the word “machine”? Our body is made up of different organs that belong to different systems. Each organ and system has got a specific function (like in a machine). In this part we are going to:

· Learn about body organs

· Play a Bingo game with new vocabulary

· Learn about organs and systems

· Present our finds to our peers

· Make the “Body Machine Booklet”

Time: 1 session.
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Activity 2: Body organs and systems


Description

Ss revise and learn about the human body organs and systems.

General objectives

To learn the different systems, how they work and the organs in each one.

Procedure

· Step 1: T shows Ss some posters (anyone available at school, no matter the language) representing the different systems.

· Step 2: T elicits from Ss the different organs the systems are made up of. English, Basque and Spanish will be accepted.

· Step 3: The ideas given by the Ss are organised on the B/B according to the systems.

· Step 4: Using the word cards for pelmanism, T shouts out different body parts and Ss have to say what body system they correspond to. Encourage pronunciation. 

· Step 5: In groups, Ss play a pelmanism game matching words to pictures by systems, exchanging the system cards in groups.

Materials

Posters or flashcards about body organs and systems.

Handout h.1.1. Memory game.

Language

· Teacher – Students interaction.

· Vocabulary related to the topic. It will be organised according to the different systems. This chart will be kept in the classroom to be used in further activities.

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Activity 3: Bingo


Description

Ss play a bingo game for further vocabulary practice.

General objectives

To relate the spoken form with the written one

To identify the body organs.

Procedure

· Step 1: T tells Ss to draw a grid for their bingo cards in their diaries. They choose the organs they want to include in it and write their names.

· Step 2: T calls out an organ twice and eventually shows the corresponding picture and places it on the table. Ss cross out those they have got in their cards.

· Step 3: The first S to fill in the squares of a whole row shouts “line”, goes to the front of the classroom, check his/her card, says the words and picks up the pictures from the table.

· Step 4: The game continues until some S shouts “Bingo”. When the words are checked, s/he says the word, the system it is in and picks up the pictures from the table.

· Step 4: The bingo can be played as many times as necessary for the Ss to get familiar with the vocabulary.

Materials

Diaries.

Pelmanism cards (from h.1.1).

Systems vocabulary poster / Systems posters.

Language
· Interaction for the bingo game.

· Vocabulary already worked on.

Encourage Ss to produce the following structures: Liver. It belongs to/is part of the digestive system. This is the liver (showing or pointing out the picture of the liver).

1 session.
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Activity 4: Organs and systems


Description

Ss in groups learn about the functions of the systems.

General objectives

To learn how the body systems work

To revise vocabulary

To search for the necessary info.

Procedure

· Step 1: T places Ss in small groups. Each group is assigned or chooses a system.

· Step 2: T gives each group of Ss a handout (H 2) of the system to be labelled with the names of the different organs and another handout (H 3) with some questions related to the system functioning (“How does it work?”). By answering the questions each group should produce a short text (it can be typed on a computer). Ss use reference materials to fill in the handouts with the information required and find out some factoids about the system. (Did you know that …?)

· Step 3: They will use the handouts and text to make a presentation of their body system in Activity 5.
Materials

Handouts: h.1.2., h.1.3, h.1.5, reference materials, sheets of paper.

Language
· Teacher – Students interaction.

· Students interaction
The text produced could have this structure:

· We are going to present some information about the skeletal system. We have 206 bones. The most important bones are: the skull, the ribs, the… The skull protects the brain. The ribs protect the lungs and the heart. The backbone  supports our body. (…) The femur is the longest bone in our body. Hands and feet contain more than half of our body’s bones. 

· We are going to present some information about the circulatory system. The circulatory system makes blood circulate through our body. Its  main organs are the heart, veins, arteries and  capillaries. Blood is made up of plasma, red blood cells, white blood cells and platelets. The heart pumps blood, the arteries carry oxygen to every part of our body, the veins carry deoxygenated blood. (…) The aorta is the largest artery and the vena cava is the largest vein. The heart beats more than 30 million times a year.

Activity 5: Presentation


Description

Ss in groups present the body system they have worked on and Ss individually fill in the handouts.

General objectives

To explain how the body systems work

To listen to an explanation and fill in the necessary information.

Procedure

· Step 1: Each group presents their work about the system. including a description of the system, the organs of the system, how it works and some curious facts.

· Step 2: After the group makes the presentation, the rest of the students fill in handouts H2 & H3. Both the oral presentation and the text produced by them can be used as assessment.
· Step 3: When all the groups have made the presentations, all the Ss will have the info about how all the systems work, their parts and factoids about them.

· The materials used in their presentation can be compiled in a dossier to be kept in the classroom as reference material.

Materials

Students produced texts, handouts h.1.2 and h.1.3.

Language
· Language needed for the presentation of the body systems. (See language in Activity 4 description)

· Students - Students interaction / Teacher – students interaction.

3 sessions.
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Activity 6: The human machine booklet


Description

Individually students complete the booklet about the systems, placing organs, labelling them and writing some information about how they work.
General objectives

To revise what has been worked throughout this Part 1 and assessment (content and language).

Procedure

· Step 1: T gives Ss the necessary materials for them to make “The human machine booklet” (Handout 4)

· Step 2: Each S individually will make her/his own booklet revising and using everything they have used in all the other periods.

· Step 3: T will comment Ss’ productions and point out relevant aspects of their works.

· Step 4: The final product, booklet, and the interaction carried out with the Ss will be used for evaluation.

Handouts h.1.2, h.1.3, h.1.4, h.1.5, reference books, students’ produced dossier.

· Vocabulary and description of the body systems. (See language in Activity 4 description)
